A dispateh from Coustantinople
says, a lelegram was received there
that the Russians lost 4,000 killed
and wounded in this aflair.

Mukhtar Pasha telegraphs from
Guedikler, on Saturday, as follows:

We bave gained a great victory,
having carried the helghts of Kiz-
fltepe during the night, and re-
pulsed three Russian attempts to
retake them. Two hundred cannon
were brought into action. The
engagement became a great battle,
lasting until six o'clock on Satur-
day evening. The enemy were
routed along the whole line, with a
doss of 4,000 killed and wounded.
We captured an immense quantity
of arms and munitions. General
Techoutchowassoff, commandin
the Russian cavalry, was killed.
We lost 1,200 killed and wounded,
includlng several cfficers. '
