IN IDAHO.

The Result There is Doubtful—
Both Parties Confident.

Brackroort, 1daho, Nov. 6. [Bpe-
cial to the D ESERET NEws.]—The
ex-Mormons who withdrew from the
Church to vote were allowed to do
80 without molestation today. Sheriff
Taylor, of Bingham County, sent s
force of deputies to Raxburg to arrest
several ex-Murmons, but when the
sheriffs began operations they were
promptly arrested by order of United
States Marshal Balrd, for intimidation
of voters., This caunsed great excite-
ment for a time, but the prisoners
were brought to Blackfoot, and ma'-
ters quieted down. In Bingham Coun-

ty the contested votes were ac-
cepted. This was puartlally the
case in Ada, Cassia, Oneida

and Bear Lake countiea, but whether
it was general could not be ascertained
this evening, though it 1s belleved that
it was.

The returns footed up to the present
show majorities for Dubois amounting
to 030; for HAwley, 625. The race s
very close and Ha vley may be elected
by a very small msjority. The resuls,
however, cannot be told at present, us
Dubols may not be affected by Buck's
candidacy as serlously as It was
theught he would be.

Both Dubols and Hailey are very

The Presidential Confest.

The news of the* Presidential elec-
tion was awaited with intense interest
last evening, and notwithstanding the
unpleasant weather, the bulletin
boards were surrounded by crowds of
people anxious to learn the result. The
transparency at the News worked to a
charm, and the fizures, as they could
be obtained, were bulletined up till
shortly after 11 p. m,. w hen the drift of
the returns indicated that the demo-
crats had been deleated. As the an-
nouncements to this effect were made
they. were greeted with cheers ‘or
groans by the spectators, according to
their proclivities in national politics.

Today notbing)bhas come to change
the situation that w=s apparent Jast
night, and the republican element 1n
the city is jubilant. Oae of that polit-
jcal faith was very emphatic in his de-
clartien that by the first of May, 1829,
there would not be a democratic Fed-
eral official in the Territory. Some of
the democrats were feeling very blue
at the outlook, as many of them have
considerabls money up on the result.
Leading democrats in the city were
quite hopeful, howcver, on the ground
that the Associated Pres8 was in the
hands of republicans, and that conse-
goently news through tbat source
would bz colored to tavor Harrison.
