After going to press yesterday, Hen-be- n

Bailey, Daniel Lunn and Henry L.
Green were examined, v but their testi
mony threw no new light oa the case,
but corroborated the evidence of the
previous witnesses. I

.The examination of witnesses was
resumed this morning. .

. Brigham Gardner testified. The de-

ceased was my brother. Am not ac-

quainted with Nellson.but have known
him by sight about three years. Have
known Hill about six. years. After the
difficulty occurred I saw my brother at
8 o'clock on the morning of December
19th at his residence; was with him off
and on until he was burled. My
brother died afc 1 o'clock on the morn
ing of-- the 24th. He 'told me on the
19th who kicked and struck him. I ex-

amined hi: head that ' morning.
The next day I saw. . his
body. He was In , terrible
pain; In fact, from the ; first
time I saw him he seemed to grow
worse. 1 saw three bruises on his ab-

domen,' one on the right side, another
a little higher up, and one on the left
side still a little higher up; did not
examine bis breasts I was with my
brother on the night of the 23d, when
he was much worse There was a cut
over 'his right eye aud a bruise on bis
right temple." 'lle told me the lower
right side of the abdomen was where
the pain was. Was not present when
any conversation was had between
either of the defendants and the de-

ceased. '
. Dr. Alfred S. Bower next testified.' I
reside in this city. Am surgeon and
physician. I was called upon to see the
deceased oa the 22nd of December:
reached him-abou-t half past twelve on
the morning of the 23rd. When I ar-

rived there I found him suffering ex
eructating pain. I made a careful ex-

amination and suspected &, rupture of
the bladder. .A asked how It had hap-
pened and he said be had been kicked
several times in the abdomen, and said
he had pain nowhere else. X admin-
istered an opiate which eased him.. I
told Brigham Gardner his brother had
a rupture of the bladder, and would
probably die in twenty-fo- ur hours,
I left between 7 and 8 o'clock in the
morning. I left solutions and direc-
tions at the house. -

Dr. August Bauscher, a Gcrmar,
next testified. Mr. Fabian was sworn
in as interpreter. The Doctor said: I
am a physician and surgeon; lire in
South Cottonwood ; was called upon
on December 19lh"at 5 a.m. so go and
see Mr, Gardner, who - was . suffering
very much I went at once. Upon ex-

amination I was satisfied it was a rup-
ture of tho bladder. - Administered
morphine.

' "After drawing Hie water
from him I noticed he began to swell
up, I put cold water on the abdomen
and be pAt better.Called upon him again
in the evening and found him easier
from the effect oi the morphin. Call-e- d

again on the morning of the '20th,
found hint In much pain, prescribed
for tbe patient and went home. Call-
ed several times after hat. Told the
family medical aU would not aval1
much
