Mr. Mav.Fish Commissioner of .the
State of Nebraska, happening to be in
the neiirhborhood of Harvard, secured
some of the fishes, and as he had busi-
ness with professor Baird in this city,
brought the fish with him to Washing-
ton for the purpose of having tbeif
identity nxed. A Star . reporter In-

spected the fish yesterday in pr.
Tarleton II. Bean.s laboratory next
the Smithsonian, Thare were half a
dozen young fish, about an inch iid a
halt in length each, preserved in ak; .

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UKIVKN INTO THE SKA.
The fellows .bent their energies to

cjeepiox closer and pretty soon they
opened on as with musketry, and the
balls began to sing through the rigging
in a lively manner, says a writer in the
New York sun, describing an attack by
piraies in tae maian ocean, we nau
our musketa ready, but the captain or-
dered us to hold pur tire and keep shel-
tered behind the rail. One oi the piratical craft was a quarter of a mile in
advance of the other, and the third
shell from the canuon burst aboard of
her, and must have killed and wounded
a dozen or more men. There was greatcontusion aboard, and she remained

until tne other craft came
up. ' During this interval the American
got In two more shots which found vie- -
tlms; We now looked upon the victoryas assured, and there was .cheering
from one end of the ship to the other. I

we were a mue aneaa oi time. Tue
third ehot from our big gun burst it,and although none of the men were hurt
we were tbus ceprived ot a great ad- -
vantage.

As soon as the captain knew what had
happened he called upon all the crew
to shelter themselves and wait to lire
at close quarters. One man was de-
tailed to assif t the cook with the hot
water, and powder and bullets were
placed handy for reloading tne mus-ktt- s.

I was stationed near the Run
carriage, and I noticed several shells
lying aoout under loot. The Americans
kept tiring away with the rifle-- , knock-
ing over a pirate at every shot, and
pretty soon the two crait were hear
enough lor us to open tire with tho
muskets. I presume we wasted a good
many shots, lor we were green hands
and greatly excited; but! am likewise
certain that we also did great execu
tion. We had a plunging lire down on
a mass or naii-naK- fellows, and we
must have weeded out a full third of
them. There was no air stirring, and
the smoke soon grew thick about us.
By and by the shouts and yells of. the
pirates sounded close at hand and their
crait was Isid aloi gside. We now
tlungdown the muskets and used the
revolvers ana puef. wnen tne revol-
vers were empty wc used capstan bars,
clubbed muskets, or whatever would
serve to strike a blow. One dhow lay
on our quartern, and the other on the
bow, and the fellows tried to carry us
by boarding.

I can't defect ibe the tight to you, fur-
ther than to say thai there was shoot-
ing, clubbing, and stabbing ail along
our port rail, we doat tnem on tne
rail again and agaln.aad twice I brained
pirates who reached the deck over the
blade of pikes. My aud by 1 heard
some one sicg out that the fellows had
boarded us forward. I did not see bow
we could spare a man from the quarter,
for two had gone down and the test ot
us were nard pressed, ah oi a suua.en
l thought of the shells lying at my feet.
There were half adozjd burning wads
oh our decks from the Jingais of the
piraies, aud. w ith one of these 1 liuhled
the fuse to' a three-secon- d shell and
gave the ball a toa for the dhow. It
fell right Into the thickest of her crew
and it was settler. Our rail was
cleared in half a minute, and then I
picked up another shell and a buminic
wau ana ran lurwaru. AuuuruuavncB
bad rained the bow and were puthlng
our-me- n back. I lighted the fuse and
gave the shell a roll along the deck into
tne crowa, anu a k you my wuru
that not etc of them was left alive af-

ter the explosion. Oil e of our mt a on
the art&rtcr threw a third shell, aud I
brought the fourth one and threw it
from the bow v

Theflzbt was ended. A bit of wind
blew the smoke away and we looked
down upon a terrible sight. The boats
seemed full of dead and wounded, the
living having sought thertcr under the
half-dec- ks. Why. there were bodies
without heads, heads without
bodies, and arms- - and legs
aiid pieces of bloody meat, enongt
in m&k the biavtst turn pale
As we cut their lashings they drifted
off, and the American with his big rifles
and two or thrre of the men with mus
kets, kept up a lire on ever) tiling that
moved. Presently the breeze came up,
and we made sail ami eot the baik
where we could handle her we ran
d ?wn for the dhows, 'lbey were light
bollt. and it needed only a lair blow to
crush them The first one wa struck
on her starboard quarter, and, although
the bark glanced off, we cashed in her
timbers, and she filled and went down
inside of five minutes. There were
about twenty living men on the other.
and as' we bore down for her at a good
pace they utterea snoots oi terror ana
made sign of surrender. Our captain
had do mercy for them. We put the
ship Tight at tbe dhow's broadside; and
we cct her square la two and rojled the
bow one way ana tne stern toe ,oftier,
while the living, wounded and" deaJ
went Into the aea together. -

Black Langabans, they will prove ac- -
ceidabie.
