PREST. GEORGE Q. CANNON,

DELIVERED

In the Meeting House, Heber City,
Sunday Morning, August

26th, 1883.

REPORTED BY JOHN IRVINE,

WEe are becoming a great people—that
Is, compared with what we have been
—not very great compared with the
world ;bat,nevertheless, we are lncreas-
Ing very rapidly; the rising generation
I8 very numerous; and it requires ex-
ceeding diligence and watchioiness on
the B:rt of those who have the people
in charge as shepherds to see that the
means ol Instructlon and counsel are
In proportion to the growtih ol the pew-
ple. Y? this were pot Lhe case we
should soon havea generation of young
men and young women ignorant of the
priaciples of life und salvation and of
the policy and polity of the work of
God that He bhas established on the
earth e o b

Ivis very necessary that as n people
we should have witn us the spirit of
revelation from God, aad not  only
should we have It ourselves, but it is
2150 necessary that we should ‘Je tanght
b{ those whom God has called to pre-
side over Hls Charch and to lead In the
affairs thereof.

Qur position is in many respects
critical. We are surrounded by ene-
mies who are constantly on the alert
and who are doliog all in thelr power to
thwart the work of God, and to destroy
its influence on the earth. This veing
the case ILis exceedlng]r necessary that
every means which God bas placed
within our reach for our improvement
and for the advancement of His work,
should be used by us.

The prophecies concernin Zion
which are oo record are full of prom-
ises concerning the future growth of
this people, concerning the ﬁmry that
shall rest upon Zion, But these pre-
dictions and promises are all cendi-
tional. They will be fulfllled if we
place ourselves In & position to merit
their fultllment,or Lo bring them about.
If Zion falls to come up to the require-
ments which God has made of us, then
the fulfilment of these glorious prom-
Ises will undoubtedly be deferred. It
is therefore of importance that the
Latter-day Salnts should come up to
the standard that God has given unto
gs—tnat 1is, fulfll the requirements
which He has made ol us.

Now, there are many polnts upon
which we need correctlon. We are
gullty of many things that are not ia
accordance with the mind and will of
God. There is a certain policy—il |
may use that phrase; [ use it 1o convey
the idea to your minds—connected with
the ballkding up of Zion, a policy whnich
God has sought to enforce upon us
from the beginning until the present
time.
