The rights of which the Mor-
mons" in Idaho have been de-

prived, are those political rights
which are exercised by all citizens
oi the United States over twenty-on- e

years of ags in that Territory
the right to vote, to hold office and
to sit on juries. These are denied
them by the Constitution of the
State of Idaho. Membership In a
certain church or association Is
made the test of political disability.

"Citizenship" is not taken from
any person, either in Idaho or else-
where, by law on constitution. It
is certain rights and privileges that
grow out of citizenship iilch have
been taken from the "Mormons" of
Idaho. Those who have thus been
stripped of political power are still
citizens of the United States and of
the Sta'e ot Idaho. Their citizen
ship cannot ba taken away.

The right to vote and to bold ofllce
was wrested from the Idaho "Mor-
mons" by the enactment of the test
oath, which, with the history of its
passage, will be regarded as the

most infamous blot that appears
upon the annals of Idaho. It was
passed by the Territorial Legislature
in December 1SS4 Its validity was
upheld by the courts of the Terrl
tory, and finally by tin, SuDreme
Court or the United Sta'es, tho last
named judicial boJy mistaking tho
grounds upon which oljection to it
was maje, and incorporating in
its opinion, as arguments of coun-
sel, sentiments they neither ex-

pressed or entertained.
At the election in Idaho of ISSb,

n number of "Mormons" who had
withdrawn from the Church for the
purpose of voting, being able to de-

clare truthfully that they were not
members of that church or associa-
tion, were denied the right to vote
notwithstanding such withdrawal
And some who cast their votes were
prosecuted for doing so. A number
of these cases are still lending, as
it was alleged that their withdrawal
was not actual but only pretended.
Thus, whether members of the
proscribed church or not, citizens
were denied the right of tho exercise
of the suflrage, because of their
affiliation or supposed sympathetic
connection with the "Mormon"
Church, which is tantamount to
disfranchisement and punishment
for belief.

The Republican party is chiefly
responsible for these cncroa"bm:uts
upon constitutional principles and
privileges. But If it had not been
for some tw o faced and treacherous
pretended Democrats the infamy
could never have ben consum-
mated. The Democratic party in
Idaho could have prevented the
wrong if the party had been sincere,

and courageous. Hut
while some of its members stood up
manfully for sound Democratic doc-

trine and policy, others, for place or
pelf, worked into the hands of the

ai led in disfranchising a
large number of "Mormon" Demo-
crats and fastening Republican rule
upon the Territory and upon the
new State.

For further Information on these
points, we refer our correspondent
to the test oath of the Idaho

and to the anti "Mormon"
provisions of the State Constitution,
which have already been published
several times.

SCIENTIFIC .NOTES.

a PBOF. . T. FOSTEIt.

The accepted theory about coal
formations is a popular fallacy and
those who think for in-

stead of adopting the ideas of others,
without question, are beginning to
seriously doubt, not only the theory
of the origin of coal, but the gen-
eral theory as to tho origin of the
earth. The idea that coal had Us
origin In vegetation is to geology
what the theory that the earth was
the center or the universe was to
astronomy. Reasoning from the
true origin ot the earth geologists
would meet with fewer difficulties
Our school books teach that coal
was formed from den e, gigantic,
rapid growing vegetation. In order
to make tho theory appear reason
able the rclentists of that school say
that great foests would spring up
In a night and then, from some un-
accountable cause, the waters by a
sinking of the earth would cover
these vegetable accumulations after
which they would be covered by
earth, which accumulations ftr ages
would furnish the necessary weight
for pressing the vegetable mold into
coal. As there are about IG3 stratas
of coal in the earth it would re-
quire that many submersions in
eacli locality In order to form these
coal stratas. This Invention is like
those of the ancient astronomers
trying to fit the movements of the
stars and planets to the theory that
the earth w as the centre of the uni-
verse. If I had beiii Inventing a
theory I would have claimed that
coal is formed of sea weed like w e
now find iu the Sargasso Sea in the
centre of the north Atlantic whirl.
That sea weed forms a vast bed of
vegetaole matter and when the At-
lantic Sits up from drift of the con-
tinents and the continents sink to
fill up the holes made by the burn-
ing out of volcanoes that sta will
be under a heavy pressure of earth,
and if coal is formed in that way
that sea weed will certainly become
abed of coal in future geological
ages. But I do not believe that coal
Is thus formed but Is apart of the
earth' accumulations from space, a
more complete explanation of which
I will give in my future notes.

From Florence to Pueblo the route
lies East, following dow u the Arkan-
sas rh er even u ntll Pueblo is reached
The fir- -t impression one forms on
entering Tueblo Is that It Is a rail-
road town, for about six different
roads run into it. Having some
thing like four liours to wait before
the Atchison, Topeka A Santa Fe
train, by which we propofeu to
travel to ICausas City, would pull
out, wo went through tho town for
a stroll It has a population of
nearh 25,000, Is CIS miles from Silt
Lake fit , and stands on both tides
of the Arkansas River. It is the
teat oi Pueblo County, and is the
comnu rcial and manufacturing cen-

ter of Southern Colorado. In the
vicinity aro located the great Bes-

semer steel works and also some of
the largest ore stamping, smelt-
ing aud refiuinery establish-
ments in the State. Strong
bridges cross the river on every
street and are a conspicuous
feature, all of Iron ind steel.
The street car sytem is not of the
best, and there is but ono line In the
town Wlilloon thetulject of street
cars, I may here say that, exceptiug
the system in Kew York Citv. I
have seen noLe to comjiaro with
those In Salt Lake.

We left PUeblo at 10 p m forlvati
sas City, a distance of about C35

miles. When w e aw oke next morn-
ing we found ourselves In western
Kansas, which is by no means at
tractive. There Is nothing to be seen
but vast prairies, some cattle, and a
poor liouo occasionally. Windmills
are numerous, being found along
the entire route. One can travel
scores of miles without seeing
anj fences, save those on either
side of the railroad track, ex-

tending along Its entire length.
Eveu in central Kansas the
houces are of a poor description
Business is slow here, but on ap
preaching the astern art of Kan-
sas thing seem to open up, the
farms are better, the towns are
larger, and business men displav
more act! vitv.

p m , heft, 6, nnd after supper
took, a rido over the town on the
cable cars and elevated tracks. In
the course of tins journey we passed
through a tunnel boO feet In length,
took the cable again and went down
the incline, S3 feet to the lOJ.
