CHEAT BRITAIN
Tweed and Ills Secretary on Their

Way Home.
London, 14. Tweed aud his sec-

retary, Hunt, left San Simons quar-
antine depot for Elcautillo de San
Sebastian, and passed through
Vigo on foot at mid-day- ; both were
looking well, particularly Tweed.

Home Again, Home Again, From
ths Indian Land.

Bismarck, D. T., Sept. 4.

General Crook, having accom-
plished his strategic movement, of
marching up the hill, then dowu
again, on the 3lst started back for
Nebraska via the Little Missouri
loutc.

It i- perhaps, too early, and not
even the duty of this correspond-
ent, to summarize the results of the
fate campaign against the Indians.
It will undoubtedly be made the
subject of a military commission
appointed by General Sherman, or
of one of tho congressional military
committees. That there has been
sad blundering somewhere, is now
generally conceded by intelligent
omcers at the front. Some of these
have gone eo far as to say that,
should the higher authorities fail
to investigate the conduct of the
war, they themselves would de-

mand a court of inquiry.
I will, however, venture this as-

sertion: That Gen. Terry never
knew where Sitting Bull was after
the 2(Hh of June; and this other as-

sertion: That Gen. Crook did know
where Sitting Bull was as lato as
Aug. 5, when he broke camp on
Goose Creek. From a careful study
of the Indian situation, Gen. Crook
knew tha1; where the fory-lourl- h

parallel crossed the 107th longi-
tudinal line, and thereabouts, was
a vast ecope or couuiry wnicu, ior
twentv years has been neutral
grounds for plains Indians, a dis
trict 7 miles broad and --XW

long, abounding iu game, amply
supplied with grass and water, and
sheltered from storms. It has been
neutral ground for Cheyenne and
Arapahoes, on the south; BannooK.8
and.Shoshones,on the west; Crows,
Asiniboines and lslacxieet, on tne
north; Ogallalas and other Sioux,
on the east. It has been Jneutral
ground to this extent: that no small
hunting party of eitner trine naa
ever darea to occupy it ior any
length of time. Gen. Crook knew
(or else a good many of his officers
lied to your correspondent) tnat
Sitting Bull and his allies fell back
after the Custer fight and occupied
that district. It is shown on the
maps as the headwaters of the Big
lloru river and us iriouiaries. in
this secluded region, with game in
abundance, aud grass for bis im
mense herd of ponies, wltn every
stream full of trout and other fish,
and with a climate as mild and
equable as the valley of the Sacra
mento, Sitting 15U1I nas been quiet
ly occupying himself In recovering
his warriors from tne wounds inci
dent to his two great battles, and
in planning for fresh victories.

But if Sitting Bull was there
when Crook left, on August 5th,
and has never moved from there,
say you, how 'do you explain the
heavy trail which Crook followed
from the Big Horn Mountains down
the Rosebud, and which Terry and
he followed across the Tongue and
Powder River regions? This is the
explanation : When Gen. Terry
nrst moved up the Yellowstone, he
made a supply depot at tne moulu
of Powder River. After the reverse
of June 25th, he only fell back to
the losebud, leaving 300,000 pounds
of oats and 250,000 pounds of corn
at Powder River, we win give
Sitting Bull credit for ordinary sa-

gacity, and assert that he never
lost sight of Terry's army, and that
when Terry made a permanent
camp at the Rosebud, Sitting Bull
knew that his grain was left unpro-
tected at Powder river. In fact, it
was left unprotected from June 10th
until August 7th. The trail Crook
and Terry followed was the trail
made by the 200 Sioux warriors we
found July 29th at the cache at
Powder River. For three weeks that
band of warriors had been transport-
ing the corn to Sitting Bull's army
in the Big Horn region, emptyingout the oats, and taking the sacks
for equaw-cloti- i. This was demon-
strated by iinding the corn nearly
all gone. The trail made by 200
warriors, with the necessary pack-ponie-

would (as I wrote in a for-
mer lettci) easily be mistaken for
one made by thousands of ponies.
This trail, to quote an old dog-
gerel

Twktid In aud twined out,
Leaving Terry still in doubt;
Whether the Injun who made the track
Was going north or coming Lack.

In conclusion, I will defer to Gen.
Terry's judgment, and say that the
very worst thing the government
cau do now is to continue carrying
out the order for the arrest of every
hostile Sioux as soon as he comes
into an agency. Terry's, plan was
to wait until cold weather and hun-
ger drove them all in, which would
not be before January, and then
mako one job of it. As Col. Car-li- n,

at Standing Rock, and other
officers, .are now doing, they are
only catching a few squaw-warrior- s,

frightening away the braver and
more daring and desperate charac-
ters.

The Servian Struggle.
Removed from the struggle by so

great a distance our sympathies as
a people would count for little in
the struggle; but if the operation
should extend from a mere occupa-
tion of Servia into a general war,
as it would be likely to, our relation
to it would assume a very practical
and commercial character. It would
suddenly stimulate many great in-
dustries almost as much as our own
war did, with this important differ-
ence, that the commodities supplied
by our merchants would Le paid for
in gold and not in paper. In this
particular a great war in Europe
would restore to our advantage that
balance in the distribution of specie
which was lost in our war. Arms,
ammunition, military supplies of
every kind would suddenly bo in
demand. Flour especially, would
be called for, because : industry
would be interrupted in a great de
gree in the great grain districts of
eastern Europe, and our ships
would swarm into -- the service of
the belligerent powers.

The election of Delegate to
represent the Territory of Utah
in the Forty-Fift- h Congress
will be held on Tuesday, Novem-

To the end that an increased in-

terest may be awakened in elec-
tion matters and to endeavor to
draw out the entire vote of the Ter-
ritory on this important occasion,
it has been determined to hold a
People's Territorial Convention,
composed of Delegates from the
several counties, to convene at the
City Halljiu Salt Lake City, on
Saturday, October 7th, lTf,, at
