' to call for the excessive amount
which will lie raited through the
enormous Increase in assessments.

The advance In taxes of from
two to four times tliu former
amounts is a fact. The responsi-
bility for it is a debatable question.
Bome people place it upon the of-

ficers, others upon the new revenue
law. The matter should be correct-
ly understood, an J tlio public will
do well to examine it carefully be--'

- fore casting reflections uron anyone
or anything.

We will begin with the law, be-

cause the action of the officers
upon the Jaw. At the last

session of the legislature, several
important changes were made in the
statute relating to revenue. Among
them were these:

The maximum amount of taxes to
be levied upon property was reduced
from twelve mills to seven mills ou
the dollar, that i, two mils fur
territorial purposes instead of three
mill, threemills for school purposes
as before, and not to exceed two
mills for county purposes Instead of
six mills. In addition to this the
county courts may assess a tax for
school purposes not to exceed two
mills on the dollar. This, however,
Is for the purpose ofetabIIhiug
free schools and will not take effect
this year. So tuattiie revenue law,
instead cf increasing the taxes, re-
duced the maximum rate five mills
on the dollar, or nearly one half.

The former revenue law required
property to be at "a fair
cash valuation." The new law
dropped the word "lair" and re-
quired property to be at it
"cash value." There were good
reasons for this. Assessors in some
counties had placed far
below its actual market value. The
discretion u hlch Vhey construed the
law to bestow upon them was taken
advantage of, and loud complaints
were heard of tlio discrepancy in
values in ditlereut counties to the
disadvantage of Salt Lake, Weber,
and one or twootherpnpulaus coun-
ties, w hicli thus paid a great deal of
revenue for the benetit of those
counties where lheae-ssnieut- were
placed too Ion.

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It was determined to require the
assessors throughout the Territory
to le reasonably uniform in their
valuations. So the provisions were
made which would compel the as-
sessors to place property at its cash
value, that tins discrimination
might be stopped.

"The assessor ami b,s sure-ti- shall
he liable on lib officii bonds for all
taxes on property within, or known to
the assessor to be within
the county which through his wilful
failure or neglect is unaessed, or
which has lwn by him wilfnlly as-

sessed at less than the cash value."
But it was not expeeted that

"boom" values would be plie-e- on
property. It was not intended that
the taxpayer should be oppressed
On the contrary, the evident inten-
tion of the Legislature-wa- to re-
lieve the property owner of exces-
sive burdens in this regard, and
hence the reduction in the rato as
we have explained abo e. And that
there might be no Improper Inter-
pretation of the words "cash
value," thofollowlng definition was
given in the law.

have received a communication
from the county assessor, Which
will be found in anotter column.

The gentleman is very much mis-

taken In saying that we have
"umle it to appear" that the as-

sessor of this county has "gone be-

yond reason inj the valuation of
property," or in anything else. We
said nothing whatever about the as-

sessor. We did not make him re-

sponsible or blamable in any
he now assumes the re-

sponsibility and, of course, it is not
our place to relieve him of it.

However, we were under the im-

pression, obtained from him, that
he bad learned at what alaetbe
city assessor Intended to place real
estate on his list In certain portions
of the city, and had to be
guided somewhat by that. Also
that he bad not, in any Instance,
assessed property in excess of the
figures placed upon it by the city
assessor. And He viewed this'as
having considerable bearing upon
the county assessor's responsibility,
and as relieving him of somecensu re
that might be placed upon him by
dissatisfied taxpayers.

Now as to his "challenge," We
do not want to single out any special
piece of property but will repeat, the
law does not speak of value"
or speculative prices, but defines
"cash value" in plain terms which
we have already quoted. And we
are of the opinion that the law thus
interpreted does not require the very '

'high taxation which is now imposed
upon the people.

If the assessor will read carefully
the article to which he takes excep-
tion, and not take to himself re-

marks that do not relate to him
specially, he will perhaps be a little
less rattled. Also he will find that
we did not say "the revenue s

not justify the placing of the
property at a cash value," nor any-
thing like it. So bis comments on
those remarks are a waste of words.

We think now, as we did when
theTaw was passed, and some of
the assessors were very much agi-
tated over the provision making
them liable on their bonds for wilful
neglect, or wilfully assessing prop-
erty at less than cash value, that
they Kcre unnecessarily disturbed.
It is tnlful wrong-dolu- that the
law is aimed at, and it is a reason-
able valuation of property which
the law intends.

We do not think the assessor Is
wise In rushing luto print on this
question, and we have nothing to
retract in relation to it. We be-
lieve he is an honest and efficient
officer, and has done what
ho considered lawful and proper
under the circumstances. In the
dlschargeof bis unpleasant duties.
And we have no desire or intention
to injure or blame him. The fact
remain", however, tint the public
are excited and, ue think, not with-
out good and sufficient reason.

POLITICAL AMI UELHIIOUS.

J The kaleidoscopic career of Gov
truor Arthur L. Thomas has been
occasionally referred to in these
columns. He assumes so many
phases in au official and semi-off- i

clal capacity that his transforma-
tions are necessarily a subject for
journalisticcognixance. Asa

missionary he presents now
and theua grotesque spectacle.

Sevenl years ago, while in
the capacity of nember of the Utah
Commission, he showed strong
symptoms or Prcsbj terlanism, as

that religion to some extent
in his politics. He drafted a report
of the majority of the Commission
to the Secretary of the Interior. It
contained the usual
assault and recotnmendationt,and to
glvea religious spice to the crusade
n hlch has been for
niny years he adopted a set of
resolutions passed by a conference
of the denomination named held in
Sanpete. He thus placed the dual
cliaractcr nf the crusade beyond
q'uettion. the evidence now consti-
tuting a portion of a State paper.

Perhaps ho occupied a similar po-
sition to that expressed by Mr. J. It.
McBride, who represented a part of
the political wing of the

crusade at a Methodist meet-
ing held in this city on Sunday,
Hay Tib, 1SS2, when that gentleman
said that he felt himself to beon that
particular occasion an excellent
Methodist. Perhaps for the special
occasion of using the resolutions of a
religious denomination in a State
document, Mr. Thomas felt symp-
toms of Presbyterianism.

But, alas, for the stability of men
(of a certain class)! Now the
Governor exhibits strong symp-
toms or Slethodism. Of course
it may be but a religious cutaneous
eruption, likely to pass off on the
patient swallowing a decoction pre-
pared by some other sect, but all
'hit can be done Is to take his prts
ent status, without any considera-
tion or future probabilities. The M.
E. Church Is now holding a confer-
ence in this city. At its session on
Wednesday, the Right Rev. Bishop
Governor Arthur L. Thomas was
present, and delivered a discourse.

He lifted up his voice and the
whites of his eyes and, according to
the reported proceeding", said:

"He ought to feel at home among
Siethodist people. He spoke of the
(3eat work which tha church had car-
ried on daring the past century; and it
had been a mighty factor la the wors-o-

Christian civilization; that it had
witnessfldtho settlement of the coun-
try commencing on the Atlantic Coast
and reaching to the Pacific Coast;
now, in the heart of the continent, it
was engaging in a contest which In-

volved the supremacy of tho law and
the sanctity of Christian civilixallon.
He said the Methodist Church had
been a power for good in Utah; that it
wasearlyinthe fight, and would be
there to stay, ne hoped the confer-
ence would express in plain language
its views regarding the Utah situation,
and thus add to its proud record of
the past."

Bishop Thomas said he w 111 observe
that the speech was simply in the
nature of a tender ts the brethren of
a chunk of tally on the end of a
long political stick. He was

showing that
the sugared lump' tasted sweet, and
lorticularly tickled the palate of
Bishop Nlnde, who

"Arose and said that be was not a
member of the conference, nor did he
have aVote. but as the Governor had
asked for an expression pf opinion, be
wanted to aay for one that he thought
the Mormon Church was tha most
abominable church on the face of tha
earth; that the Methodist Church hadIways been loyal to the Government:
and that in the contest In Utah it
would do Its duty toward the Govern-
ment,"

This Informal declaration on Ihe
part of s zealous Jierrrttor of a
Christian- - community (rented to

eiclfoie jealousy of the Rev. Dr.
i'lBr, who, since be fell from his
elevated and consistent perch of
conservatism, has been dolnr, his
best to exhibit that in-

tolerant radicalism for which meek
exponents of manifestations of Gos-

pel love are sometimes conspicuous.

It will be observed that his dose of
taffy which was dipped in the gall

of bitterness was
designed for the gubernatorial gums
aJoue He, offered the following,
which was adopted unanimously:

Knotted, That we greatly appreciate
the presence and kind words of Gov-

ernor Thomas-- and we pledge him our
hearty sopport and onr earnest pray-
ers; we recognize In him a loyal re-

presentative of the Government, a
faithful administrator of its laws, an
earnest sympathizer in the Christian
work of the Territory, and worthy of
the, conCdeace and trust reposed in
him.

The entire scene must have been
strikingly pathetic It should have
wound up with a tableau, consisting
of a triple embrace of the three.
How sightly it would have been to
behold them with their arms en-

twined around each other's neck",
while they piously liftei up their
voices and wept at the holy specta-
cle of a perfect union of Church and
State! This unanimity has been to
ardently sought and vehemently de-

nounced by the Rer. Bishop
Arthur li Thomas, that the

dramatic picture mjst have repre-
sented the perfection of consistency.
One of the alleged peculiarities of
Paul has evidently not been lost upon
His Excellency that of being ''all
things to all men" that he might
"gain some" (political advantage).

Bishop Nlnde expressed an opin-
ion about the 'Mormon" Church.

Now
while it is true that boiling will kill
the germs of dlease,yit the fact has
been brojght to our notice, says
Annals of JJggune, by fo high an
authority as Dr. Chas. M. t'reson,
that while boiling kills the germs or
a particular disease, It yet, In reality,
renders the water more Impure than
it was before, because of the very
death of these germs. Dead organic
matter is allowed to remain In the
water, w hlch is polluted by putrefac-
tion. Hence, while boiling is a
mo"t excellent precaution against
the occurrence of typhoid fever or
similar disease", when we have oc-

casion to think that the germs of
tliis disease exist in tho water that
we drink, yet we must remcnibei
that this boiling dots not purify the
water; it simply removes from it
the specific power to produce a
specific disease.
