W ASHINGTON, 6.—Morrill, in the
course of his argument, raid he
thought that by January 1st, 1878
the difference between paper an
gold would bs much less than it is
wow, and that, as a forerunner of
resumption, it would be well to
provide that-contracts, after Janu-
ary 1873, shdll be upon a specie
basis, unless olherwise specifled.
This would accastom our peo[;:.u to
the coming change, aud bring
specie into circulation. He de-
nounced the project fer redeeming
greenbacks with an interconvert-
ible 3.65 per cent. interest-bearing
bonds, declaring that the scheme
was unsusceptible of any public or
private advantage. He likened it
to an offer on the part of govern-
ment to take and keep all the
homes thrown out of employment
at the commencement of the win-
ter, promizing to return them sleek
an:\#ﬂ in the spring; he also scout-
ed the proposition, often broached,
that duties on foreign goods may be
hereafter paid in paper; that would
virtually repeal the law of 1862 con-
taining the pledi;‘e of the country
that such duties should be paid in
gold, and set apart to pay the pub-
lic debt. _

This is regarded favorably b{ a
few, who are willing to wound but
not ready to strike the tariff, as
well as by those who bave wholly
cut loose from eoin, and were de-
termined to sink or swim with pa-
per money alone, and nlso by sixor
seven honest men, who really feel,
if we show how much we despise
gold and how little we ecare fur It
at the custom house, then every-
body will adopt the same opinion
aud gold will then, at once, drop
20 Joww in value that all who have
it will be in haste to change it for
paper. With much gravity they
even claim this as” tho swiftest
mode of rt.-turuin{; to specie pay-
ments, By our flattering declara-
tion that black is white, we are to
make silly buallionists follow the
example of the crow in the fable,
dropping their gold,and like Asop’s
fox, we are to stand ready to snatech
it up.

If!t.hu.-e honest men are not mis-
taken here is to be found a real re-
sumption boomeraug,which though
sent oft in an opposite direction, js
to whirl round and, at Iast, amite
the rock from which will pour a
flopd of precious metals. Ho con-
fessed Lo an entire want of faith in
the boomerang movement.

He ridiculed, at considerable
length, the {dea that we must not
only keep and maintain a volunae
of gurrency equal to the wants of
trade, but that it must be non-
exportable currency, claiming that
that very doctrine sent our bonds
abroad., Healsoridiculed the argu-
ment frequently set up that our
only remedly for a currency large-
ly ipflated and below par is
to'walt and let the country grow up
to it, The bank or paper circula-
tion with a population of thirty-
one aud a half million was $207,-
802,000. Assuming the standard of
1860, and of years prior therete, aa
equal to the fair requirements of
financial health and stability, with
a comntry no lar,fcr unless ma le
larger by the iceo .Afaaka, we have
now such an excess of currency
that If we wait until the country
grows up to it we must postpone
specie resumption until our popu-
lation rises to 116,646,401, with a
corresponding increass of the wants
of trade.

It was a great delusion Lo sap-
pose that coatraction would ben-
efit the¢ rich and fall heavily
upon the poor, while inflation
would operate in the opposite
direction; it would be much nearer
the truth to say that the effect
would be exactly the reverse. What
we most needed, after specle re-

sumption, to completely remedy |

our financial condition was more
real and abgolute capital. All the
financial tinkering in the world
would not supply it; all the cheap
expedients for making money plen-
ty without earning it, or without
giving anything in exchange for it,
would result in a disreputable fail-
ure. The scomer we learn that
money can’t be invented, but must
bé earned the better for the coun-
try. Publicaud private expendi-
tures are now too largely based
upon inflation, and sc long as pay-
ments are made in the cheapest
substitute for money, nething in
return but cheap equi'vnlanta and
cheap service can be obtained, no
permanent restoration of industry
or prosperity; no permanent em-
pleyment of working men; no safe-
ty to working capital can be ex-
pected until the Government per-

He was not in love
with paper money,'but the business
of the country would not suffer
contraction, e looked upon the
bill of the senator (Morrill) as one
of contraction; he looked upon it as
something terribly bad. He moved
that the subject ostponed till
the first Tuesday in t:‘rbmsry.

Morrill siid he hoped the sena-
tor would not ask fer postpone-
ment to that time, and he moved
to amend the motion so that the
further consideration of the subject
should be pestponed until next
Monday.
