There were such schools,
of which fourteen were In the North
Atlintio Htates, nine In thu North
Central Htates, eight In the Boulh

Htates, seven In the Houtli Cen-
tral Htates, and five In the Western
Htates.

I n addition to the ubllo schools, the
statistics of eleven prtvato schools aro
alMglveu.
