Now that the upper system ol the
waterworks has been laid and drinking
water promised for the dry benchers,
but little is heard ef the system by
which City Creek water is distributed
throughout the city, though in reality
the upper portion constitutes only
about one-thi- rd of the improvements
and extensions inaugurated last fall
The labor of preparing the reservoirs
Is the large brick building in the canon,
whicn is to be tho head of the lower
system, has been steadily prosecuted,
however, and the excavating Is now
almost completed. The' connecti:'.?
mains w'.U th.n be laid from they'd
waterworks, and the much needed in
crBsd nressuro and supply for the
water raalns be obtained.

A look at the zronad at the head of
the upper systsm.which is also used to
supply the lower, Is sufficient to con
vIcch the careful observer of the wis
dom of Mayor Armstrong and the mu
nicipal aathorities in adopting the
pr'jpjnt plan in preference to otLers
that were strongly urged when the
sublect was be'cif agitated. It

ill be sufficient to cite one

proposition that had many supporters,
that of making a reservoir of Little
Valley. TUe estimated cost of this
wtrk was placed at $33,000. To-da- j,

at the had of the waterwork3 system
are two reserv!rs, substantially bnilt,
and holding tnough water te provide
each resident et the northeast beuch
ten callous of water per day. These
reservoirs ceat less than one-twenti-

of the sum above mentioned, and are a

portion of a plan that, when completed
as may be necessary by the wants of
the city, will husband a greater qaan
tltv of water than would have been
possible in the Little. Valley reservoir,
in equally. as good, if not bettor con
dlffon, and at far less expense, besides
avoiding the necessity of expending so
large a sum of money at the outset.

One o! the principal features, in ad-

dition to the tiiCereuee in cost, both of
construction and repair, of the predent
svstem over the large reservoir, is the
absolute safety from breaking away
and precipitating a large body of
water into the city. It wan asserted
that the large baUu could have burn
made perfectly safe. That nmy
be, but the experlenoe of other cities
has created considerable doubt on this
point. In the present plan no sucb
danger need be feared. The smai
reservoirs la the series do uot rely in
the leajt degree upon the others for
strength; they are excavated in tb
bed of the canon, and the water would
have to "go up hill" to get out. Even
if one should by any possibility
give way into ths creek, Xhi
others could not be affected
oniy by the gradual emptying pro-

cess, and the amount of water thus
liberated into the channel of the
stream woald be insufficient to do any
damage by th tint it reached the c'.ty .

When the plan Is carried out It will be
e&eyte store the 'water ever tne dry
season as may be found necessary, aDd

keep tho lahabitacts well supplied.

Railroad Work In Arizona. The
