MCKINl.lvV'S KOMANTIt: IIOMK.

Hut let me tell you how Governor
'ives at ( anion. His home is a

house rfith a Instnry. Kverv riwai in it
is associated with the fife of the gover-
nor, and his possession of it to lav is to
a large extent a matter of sentmient.
He does not own the house, think, but
rents it. Wh-- n met him at Columbus
during the days of hit governorship,
he told me that he bad arranged to
lease It, and said that he and Mrs. Mc-

Kinley were anxious to get back to it.
It is the house in which they tint lived
slier their marriage. This occurred
when McKinley wasn young lawyer and
his wile, Miss Ida Sasioti, was one ol
the belles of Stark county. She was the
d iiightrr of one of its richeit and most
tntlnentia) citiens, John Saxton, the
editor mid founder of the Canton Re-

pository, a paper which begun its publi-
cation away back in tHis,, and which to-

day is one of the leading newspapers of
Ohio. It was in this house that they
spent their honeymoon. Here on
Christmas day, in iH;l, their first daugh
ter, a sweet littie girl, was born, and
here tl rrc years later ihedhd. Here
Mrs. Mckinley's second daughter and
only other child died when yet a little
baby, and here today the ex governor
ami his wile b ad as loving n domestic
hie as ibey did a score mid more years
ago The house is a yellow frame cot

e structure of two stories. It it
alxjiit three blocks, I judge, fiom the
public sipiare, and is situated on North
Market street, in the heart of the

quarter ot the city. The street in
front of it is paved with Canton brick,
fur which the city ts noted, and of which
it makes about loo.ouo.ouo every year.
Governor McKinley's home is on the
corner. The lot ii about htty teet front,
and a be.mtilul lawn surrounds the
house. The collage lias a porch in its
front, upon which there are halt a doeu
comfortable rocking chairs Here the
governor receives his callers during
these hot summer days, and here he
chats in the evening with his Canton
friends, l.ntenng the front door you
cor'c into a wide ball with parlors nt the
right and left. It was in tne one at the
tight tnal I chatted during a part ol my
stay with MvKtitle. h was plain
ly lurnished and the only large pictures
upon its walls weie a portrait ot Mrs.
McKinley and an engraving ol Abraham
Lincoln. At the back of the hall iheie
Is a stairway leading to the second lloor.

MCKINI.KV'S CANTON Kt'MKAU.

Here found Major McKinley's ollice,
and here are the only evidences that y u
can see in Canton ol tho McKinley liter-
ary bureau. It is merely a bed room,
carpeted with matting and lurnished
with a wall of shelves, a typewriter
table and a Hat top desk. The bed,
winch is used w hen the house is crowded
with visitors, still stands in the room,
but all day lung the governor's pretty
stenographer clicks away on the type-
writer answering the mail ot a presiden-
tial candidate. The correspondence is
necessarily enormous, uud as tho con-

vention approaches it increases every
day. Nearly everything requires an
answer, and there are from liliy to sixty
letters every mail, ranging liom two
hundred to three hundred a day. On
the day ot the Illinois convention, which
instructed the delegates to vote tor Mc-

Kinley, more than two hundred tele-
grams of congratulations were received
and every uud btings letters of this na-

ture. The major's gubernatorial secre-
tary has the correspondence in charge
and dictates the answers to most of it
alter direction given by McKinley. The
mail wtien it first comes to the house is

opened by Mrs. McKinley, she and the
governor looking over it together, and
tile governor then giving, his directions
as to how it is to be answered. roiu long
experience public life Mr. McKinley
has learned bow to use the work ol
other men and he answers himself only
such letters as are necessary. Much ol
the mail is made up ol begging letters
People Itom all parts ot tiie country
write for money, though it is not known
that McKinley in a comparatively poor
mail. Many letter came from poli-
ticians who claim that they have done or
can do a great deal lor McKinley, aud
every day or so a letter appears from a
man who iiisiitsth.it he is the "Original
MtKinleyMau" and that be was the
lost to present his name to the country
as a candidate lor the presidency,

Mt kl.NLKV'S KKUUION,

During a drive this afternoon I saw
the church in which Major McKinley
was married. It is the I'reshytena
Church ol Canton. It is situated on the
mam business street of the town. Mi sit

Ida Saxton was then one of the Sunday
school teachers ol that church, and
Major Mi Kiuley was Miperiutendent ol
the Sunday school ol the Methodist
Church luiUier down the way. Since
the marriage Mr. and Mrs. McKinley
have attended; the Methodist (.Jiurch,
and during their stay in Washington ihey
went, believe, to tiie l oundry Metho-
dist Church, which is 011 the corner ot

and i.ph streets, not lar trom the
Kbbitt House, wiierr: the McKiuleys
lived. Mrs. McKinley, on account of
her poor health, is not always able to
attend hurch. The m. jor Usually goes,
and here in t anion he may be seen evety
Sunday al the Methodic tluircu. lie
believes, you know, in Christianity, lie
has never made capital of Ins religion,
however, and theio is nothing ol the
Pharisee about him. On the other hand,
he has a deep religious side to his na-

ture. He has nothing to do with the
infidelity ami tree thought which are so
common among many ol our public men,
aud be never says anything against re-

ligion, even in jest, lie only has that
lh- re are many things in this lilt which
he cannot explain, und that, though re
hgioti is in some respecis a msiery to
hun, he has neverlheliv.s implicit l.iith
in have been told that he is very
fond ol Methodist hymns, and that be
otien bums tliem over to himself while
he is at work.

Hi mother hoped that he would be

a M'thoditt Minister, and she bad an
ambition ol some day seeing him a
hi. Imp of the Methodist Church. Mc
Kinlev, however, took to the law rather
than to theology. He studied law white
he was teaching schotd in a lidle coun-
try district not far from here, then took
a course nt the Alo.my l.iw SYhool and
began his practice here in Canton.

MI K1M KV AS A I.AWVFB.

I have chatted with n number of the
old lawyers here about M Kiuley as a
lawyer. He had a lair prm ttce when he
went into po Hies, and was making
money. One ot the law students, who
is now n leading practitioner here, "aid:

'Mi Ktixey was. I think, the equal of
any lawwr in Ohio at the time be went
to Congress. He was nt one time pros-
ecuting att'irney ol this country, which
then had about 6o,' peo le, and bis
business was very Urge. He had also a
large private practice, and was an

good lawyer."
' Was he much of a money maker?"

"I dont know about that," was the
reply. "1 judge he would have made
money at the law had he stuck to it
He was a hard worker and studied bis
cases. As he went on, however, he be-

came interested in politics, and idler he
entered Congress he paid but little at-

tention to the law.1'

MCKINI.KV'S KIKRT LAW CASK.

It was an old judge who t Id me about
Mt Kinley's first law case It was in a
suit tor replevin, ami McKinley received
f lor his work He was at the time a
sludrnt in the law ollice of Judge George
W. Itrldcn. He had been admitted to
the bar, hut having no clients was still
reading law in Itelden's oil tee. One day
the old judge came in and said to Mc-

Kinley:
''William, t want you to try the blank

case for me tomorrow. find that
will not be able to attend to it."

"Hut, judge," said McKinley, "I don't
know anything about iu have never
tried a case in my life. am afraid
can't do it.1'

"Oh, yett you can," aaid the judge.
"Yuti have got to do it. must go
away, and that case is sure to come up.
Here are the p.qnrt." and with that the
Itidge threw a lot ol papers on the table
beside McKinley and left.

M' Kiuley look up the case and went
into it. He sat up ail night and worked
at it. At 10 o'clock the neat day he
Wrfs on hand when the court opened.
He took the place of judge Iteldcn, made
an argument, and won tne case. As be
was speaking he happened to look at
the hack ol the court room, and there
he saw Judge IMdm sitting. This
seemed rather queer to him. but he alter
ward found thai llelden had put m the
job 10 test what he could j as a lawyer.
The next day the judge rnme into the
uhVe and said to McKinley: "Well,
William, you've won the case, and here
it your fee. As he said this he took
out hit nockelbouk and handed Mc
Kiuley f J5

"Hut,' said young McKinley, ' can't
take that, judge. It was only a night's
work- It ain't worth it. and I ctn't
take it, ' and with that he offered the
bill to the judge

"Oh, yes you can," was Urn reply.
"You have earned the money and you
must take it. besides it is all right. I
shall charge my client $100 for the work,
and it is only ru',hl that you should have
this fj$." Tim argument overcame
McKinley scruples, und he took the
money.

A VISIT TO MCKINI.KV'ft MOTIIttK

During my slay here have made a
most pleasHiit call upon Mrs. Nancy Al-
lison McKinley, the aged mother ol the
governor. She lives at some distance
Irom McKinley's home in a very pretty

cottage, with her daughter,
Miss Helen McKinley, I made the call
in company with Mr. Georire
the proprietor ol the Canton Repository,
and the most enthusiastic McKinley
man you will find in tihio. The door
was opened by Miss MiKmley,
a rosveheecked young
lady, who led us into the parlor, and
who, a moment later, introduced me to
her mother. wish could show you
Mrtior McKinley's mother at she came
into the parlor yesterday afternoon. Im-
agine a motherly old lady,
dressed in suit black, with a white lace
collar about the throat and a cap ol
snow while on her head. Let her be
straight, und of medium
heignt. he i hair be the color ol
irosted silver and have it combed so that
the white strands curl just over the ears
before they are tucked into the snowy
cap. Let her face he. strong, but at the
ante lime sweet and motherly, and let

her eyes smile as cordially as those of a
young girl when she takes your hand
and gives you a cordial gup, which
makes you think more ol youth than of
age. Mrs, McKinley in
years old. Physically and intellectually
she doc not appear to be mure than
sixty.

She walked into the room with a firm
step and stood for a moment talking
alter my introduction belore she aat
down. She pulled her chair close to
mine as we talked, saying th.tt she was

itiit a little deaf. I found, however, 110

trouble in making her understand me,
and for a half hour we chatted about the
major and about the stirring timrs of her
long tile. As he taked rouWl not
realize that she wan years
old. Think of ill She uas born iu
iHit, six years before Napoleon lought
ihe battle of Waterlmi and when lames
Madison was just at the brginnuiK ol
hu career as 1'iesidenl ol the I'mfd
States, Our great middle states were
then a wilderness and the vast domain
acquired through the LuuiMina pur
chase bad been in Uncle Sam's hands
just about sii years. Sue was a girl of
ten when we bought Honda Irom Spain,
and she was in her thirties when we ac
cpured Texas and California. At her
birth the country contained about 7,

000,000 peon e. She has seen it grow
into an industrial empire ot 7o,cj,ono
ami to see her son held up as the possible
ruler of it all. Such an experience
would turn the ordinary woman's head.
It has not in the least ailecled that of
Mrs, McKinley. She has the same sterl-
ing common sense whu h shows nit so
forcibly in her son. She is proud of him,
it is true, but her feeling is that ol a
womanly, motherly pride and not a
mawki-- nor a sentimental one. She is
proud ol him in that she believes that
he? is a good man and di.it by this he lias
gained the respect ot oilier men. Hut
am sure she would rather see hun be
plain William McKinley nil his life than
that he should do one thing derogatory
to his rrsnhood or the right. It is
through his mother, doubt not, that
much of M Kinley's strength comes,
and venture to say that bis respect lor
her opinion and her training hat enabled
hun tu resist many temptations,
