So much every one knows,
for even those who cannot read have
heard statements of the fact since
childhood.

But apparently every ono doea
not know that London Is aLo the
greatest city of the world III many
othtr rosiiecu1, containing more
wealth, learning and fashion, more
poverty and intemperance, moru
great libraiits, ihurches and muse-
ums, and last, hut not least inter-
esting, more odd luple, outcasts
from other land", "cranks," re-

formers and political exiles than
auy other city. And not the least
Interesting fact is tint these enorm-
ous masses are kept In order by a
police force that is probably the
smallest, in proportion, cf auy city
in the world.

About 14,000 regular polictmcn
to about 4,SuO,000 people Is ono way
of stating it, but tin- - statement needs
Mime qualification, ns there are
nuvi r eo many in the lino of duty at
once, and ou the other hand, there
are many prhatcnuJ siclal watch-
men. In one important point the

America and thought ricctly ri-

The natural
result was that tho whole district
became so lawless that no process
could be executed there without a
Dleof musketeers. "A creditor who
ventured thero was knocked down,
stripped, tarred and feathered. He
was dragged naked up aud down the
streets. Finally lie was coroipelled
to kneel down and curse his father
and mother, after which he liuiped
home without a rag upon him."
The evil at last lecnme unbearable;
'Iitrtyof the sul ject" was strained
a little too far. An act of parliament
abolished the local privilege, a royal
proclamation warned the Javlesj to
flee, and "when ou the tnscibeil
day the officers crossed the bound-
aries they found, those streets where
a few weeks before the cry of 'A
writ!' would havedrawu together a
thousand raging bullies and vixens
as quiet as the cloisters of a cathe-
dral."

There are no such corners in Lon-
don now. There are large
given oi er to vies end crime, of
which Whtechspcl has lately at-

tained a namu of horror, but there
hi DP place whece the police hesitate
to go. Slowly Irfjt surely the spirit
of modern progress transforms even
the darkest lar!s of London, and
thus it becomes easier for the small
police force to guard tho great cily.
"Youarealwayssate in good com-
pany" is a lyoudoii motto which is
almost literally true, aud unless you
Interfere directly with some other
perrpn'a rjghUyou need not fear
that any 'bobby" will in your case
Invade the "liberty of the subject."

Suetonius tells u that when Xero
sang in public o,000 trained men,
led by Burrhus and Seneca, thun-
dered their plaudits. They might
needs be trained men, for approval
was of various degrees and kinds:
Lornbi, a sound lke the droning of
bees: imbriivs, Imitating the patter
of falilii r rain; tesfic, the clashing of
broken jugs. This last was tho In-
vention of Xero hjmself, and was
produced by striking the fingers of
the right hand on the palm of the
left. Another variety of applause
was obtained by tho snapping of
countless fingers and, according to
Seneca, satisfaction was always
shown by the shaking of a robe.
AureUnn used to have strips of linen
and other materials distributed
among the people for this tiurpose,
and wecau well Imagine the strik-
ing effect produced by thistinlvcrs.ll
