wealth.; The land is being rapidlytaken tip and occupied, and tlawhere a few years ago it was thoughtmac no one could live, we now find
farms and orchards and good sub
ftantial dwellings, and all the evi
dences of thrift. The water is being
taken out, and large sums are belni!
expended in the formation of canal
and water ditches; but the most
pleasing feature which presented it-
self . to my mind was the con-
tentment of the people and
the spirit which they enjoy.
Our meetings were excellently
attended and were of a very spirited
character, the people turned out In
large numbers and crowded every
meetinghouse to overflowing, . bo
much so that- - in most-plac- es seats
had to be arranged outside and the
windows thrown open, bo that those
who could not get into the houses
could hear. In several places: we
met under bowers' constructed1 for
the purpose of holding meeting In the
open air.

It ia truly marvelous .when, we
look at it tkat is, those, who have
been familiar with tbe early settle-
ment of the Latter-day- " Saints in
these mountains the great changeswhich have been eflected in the con-
dition and circumstances of the peo-
ple. God has abundantly fulfilled
the promises which were made in
the early days, after the Latter-da- y

Saints settled here.' - Borne question-
ed in those days whether we should
be able to find suitableplaces outside
Of this valley where the Latter-da- y

Saints could live;? And many of
those who first came here had crave
doubts whether we could, in this
climate, he able to raise a variety ot
fnm. r istrp-iio- rr has tempered the
elements;-"fl- e has ameliorated the
condition of the soil; He has bleased
the labors of the people; and with
the 'experience of the Dast confi
dence is felt that'There Is scaroe- -
