Mr, Gardiner says his process has
won  its way .m. favor among the
b chemista of Denver because of its suc-
ooss in treating all classes of ores. Even
the most refractory copper ored are
gald to yield to modifications of the
process, In the office of Field and
Goody, chemists, of Denver, Mr. Gardi
ner says tests were made at the solicl-
b tation of the above named gentlemen
on copper carbonates, oxides and sul-
phutes,  as well as copper glance, th
values were extracted cheaply and
quickly., The process consists of the
use of sulphuric acld converted to hy-
droehjorie ucld by the use of salt. Ivi
tric nold 18 algo used with a powerful
oxidizing agent. Hllver and gold arv
nlso extracted with the copper, thougn
an after provess i neoded to sepurals
them, Tests have just been made on
the copper ores of armington canyon
with very good success.
