PRINTING THE BOOK OF MOR-
MON.

INTERESTING ITEMS AND TESTIMONY.

The following in relation to the ste-
reotyping of the third editlon of the
Book of Mormon will be interesting to
many of our readers. It is taken from
an account farnished to the Saints’
Herald, the organ of the Josephites, by
Ebenezer Robinson, and is taken from
its 1ssue of December 1lth:

The first edition (three thousand
copies) of the Book of Mormon was

rinted by K. B. Grandin, 1o Palmyra,

ew York, in 1830. The secoad edition
was printed in Kirtland, Ohio, in the
chuorch printing office, in the winter of
1836-7, on which I sassisted in setting
the type. This editlon consisted also,
I bel eveho:l three thousand copies.

In 1837-8a large majority of the church

mem moved from Kirtland to
Caldwell and Daviess coonties, Missou-
ri. Int fall of 1835 the grealt perse-
cution arose inst the church, which

resulted in Lilburn W. Boggs, gover-
por of stwuﬂd 1ssuing his famous

exterminating order Lo General Clarke,
commander of the militia of the State,
to “*expel the Mormons frem the State
or extermiipate them §f necessary.”
nite a number of the members of the
church were killed (eighteen were

massacred at one place, Haun's Mill),

some rixty cast into prison, the writer
being one. of the number, and ali
were required to sign s deed of trust,
couve{lng thelr property, both person-
al and real to the State, te,ss the?
said, ‘‘defray the expenses of the war,”

und the entire church was drives from

the State inthe winter of 1838-6.

The wnter, (having been liberated
from prison by order of the court),
wilked from Far West, Caldwell

County, Missouri, through the snow in

the latter part of Januoary, 1839, to
Quincy, lllinois,where he arrived early
in February with barely omne dollar in
his pocket, and his family, (wiie), yet
Lo be provided for‘her rer:mvn].

L B . .

The two editions ot the Book of
Mormon,spoken of above, had all been
sold, so there were noae to supply the
demand which was being made for
them. The question arose, how can
meays bg devised to have an edition
printed, as the church was in the

depths of poverty, and many of its

members just recaveringifrom a severe
and protracted sickness, brought on in
a great measuare, as 18 believed, ln con-
sequence of the terrible exposure Lo

which they had been subject In being
driven from their homes in Missouri,in

the depths of winter; therefore the
idea of having the Book of Mormon
printed was given u¥ as hopeleas.

My health hid so far recovered that
'IWI‘ sbitcla to twba]l:‘ ba;ik ln.:.m\'.l {ﬁﬂ.h
rom my the printing ofiice;
when, in t%nth of May, 1840, as l

was walking from my house to the
rinting office, I received a manifesta-

fton from the hos:d. such an one ans I
never received before or since. It
scemed Lthat & ball of fire came down
from above and striking the top of my
head passed down through into my
heart, fnd told me, in piain, distinct
language, what course to pursue and I
could succeed in getting the Book of
Mormon stereotyped and printed. 1
went into the printing cffice and in
a few moments brother Josephd
Smith, he who translated the
Bgok of Mormon by the gift and power
of God, as I verily know, stepped into
the office, when I said to bim, *‘Bro.
Joseph, if you will.furnish §200, and
give us the privilege of printi two
thousand copies of the k of Mor-
mon, Carfos [ Don Carlos Smith] and I
will zet $200 more and we will get It
stereotyped and give you thejplates.”
e dropped his face into his hand for a
minute or 8o, when he sald, "I will do
it.”” He asked how soon we would
want the money. I replied, in two
weeks.

Brother Carlos and I made an ef-
fort immediately to obtain our $200.
We gfound a brother in the church
who would let us have $120, nn-
tii the mnext April, at rty-
five per cent. interest, the Interest to
be incorperated in the note, and all to
draw si1x per cent. interest, 1f not paid
when due. We consented to the
terms, and got the money. A few days
alter the same brother brought us $25

more, on the same terms, making §145,
I took the money and put it away, In
a few days brother Joseph Smith came
to the rinting office and said,
‘‘ Brother Etolllumm, if yon and Carlos
zet Lhe Book of Mormon stereotyped
{ou will have to furnish the money, as

cannot get the $200." I replied, that
if **he would glve us the privilege of

rinting 4,000 copies we would do it."
ie sald he *“*would do that.”! We
then made strenuous efforts to raise
more mopey, but signally failed, and
did not rucceéd in ralsing another dol-
lar for that purpose.

We were considerably in debt to

different persons, and our creditors
were repeatedly pressing us for money,
s that after l{ituo time we began
draw a few dollars from the $1456. We
knew that it would not do to be paying
&‘;‘?er cent. interest for money todpay
ordinary debts with, so Carlos said to
me, sne day in June, “*Brother Robin-
son you take that money and go lo
Cincinnat! and buy some t.;pe and
paper, which we must{ have.” I said
“Yes, I will go, but 1 will not come
home until the Book of Mormon is
stereo .7’ for it was as fire shut up
in my bones,-hoth day and night{ that
il I could only get to Cincinnati the
work could be accomplished. He re-
plied that ‘*that was out of the ques-
tion, as it could not be done with our
llnl::d means.”” Brother Hyrum
Smith also said it could not be Be,
but brother Joseph Smith did not say
it could not be done when I told him,
but he said, **God bless you.”

Brother Joseph and | immediatel

concluded our bargain the paper deal-
er said, ‘““Mr. Robinson, you are a

‘stranger here, and it is customary to

‘have city references in such cases when
we deal with strangers.””. Mr. Shep-
herd sterpcd forward and said, “*I am
Mr. Robipson’s backer, sir.”” “All
right,” sald the papér dealer, *'youcan
have the paper, Mr. Robinson.” This
waa the only case where any reference
or backing was required.

_Mr. Shepherd purchased a font of
new type the day we made the con-
tract, and put three compositors (type

setters) immediately at work on the
book, and 1 was to remaln and assist
in reading the proof, 80 as Lo be_ sure
it was done according to cop{l. I was
to have twenty-five cents au hour for

what time I would be engaged at that,

or any other service for Mr, Shepherd,
to be applied on the contract.

I engaged board with Mr. §. W. A.
Oliver, who swas In Mr. Shepherd’s
employ as moulder and finisher of his
st.a:reotylpu.- plates,and pald hlmn the five
dollars I had left, after payiog Mr,
Sheplerd the one hundred on his con-
tract, leaving me only 6'« cents (aun old
fashioned Spanish sixpence) on band.
The (lve dollars was soon boarded out,
and there I was,a stranger in a strange
cily, with contracts on hand amount
ing to over one thousand dollars on
whichonly epe hundred had been paid,
and bourd bill due and nothing to pay
with. I confess tbat for a time,vienecd
froma worldlﬁ standpoint, it looked
quite gloomy, but [ never for a moment
lost taith in the final success or literal
fulfillment of the previous promise of
the Lord made to me In Nauvoo. In
the imeantime I bad written to Bro.
Don tarlos Smith, telling him what I
had done, and also to several brethren
in the castern States, requesting them
to get subgeribers for the book, offer-
ing to send them 120 books for every
$100 sent us in advance, ia time 1o
meet onr engagements. L was sev-
eral weeks before 1 received a re-
Bponae.

The first money I received Dro. Don
Carlos Smith sent me s $20 bill on the
State Bapk of Indiana,a specie paying
bank,the bills of which were at & pre-
mium of 13 per cenl,, 50 that I realized
$22.60 for the $20. This relieved me of
present financial embarrassmest. Not
long after this, my brother, Joseph L.
Robinson, who resided in Boonville
Onpeida County, New York, whom 1
had baptized into the churcl when ena
mission to that State in the summer
and fall of 1836, sent me a draft on the
