Mineling with this sound is
the constant rattle of the vt hie es and
of the hordes' Iron shoes on the stone
pavement and on the rails of the car
track, to wbiek is added the Jingle of
the street car bells, the tramping of
many feet, the newsboy's plaintive
cry for there Is a musical cadence In
their varlouscalls the hum of con
vernation and the thousand and one
other sounds Incident to the traffic of a
great city a city of nearly 800,000 in
Habitants. !
