The atrangest fsature of these times
of "suspended animation" Is that the
oldest, most exjierlcnccd, and those
aisumed to bo Hie stfeft. wither and
die before the paralytic Influence al
moatai readily as tho Inexperienced;
nay, many of the latter may somehow
aurvlvenndupon the ruins of their as
sumed euperlcrs rise to tflluenca and
unquestioned stability In trade!

When a
great bouse or firm goes down, or an
Institution oolIa)ses, finance feels In
Its uttermost tentacles tho shock aud
crssh of failure.

At the tamo time, Insolvency and
bankruptcy aru not confined to
strlugent times. Indayaot boom and
undisputed activity men and firms go
down. There are local and Individual

ecullarltlus a there aru national or
uulversalones, and it Is wilb the form-
er more parllcularly,where observation
and sjeclal Interest exltt, that
present comment may be of value,

It should bo and la a bualneai
man's duty aud pteisure to read and
study bit profre-lo- n and things which
affect It near or far.

This favored Territory of Utah Isour
home and Its prosperity Is our ambi-
tion. Jlven personal lutere'ts are
merged In tho consideration of llioso
details which ailed Ita good name, Its
well being, lis business stability and
financial success. If years of eiperl-enc-

nre of account, If occupying a
position to survey the territorial tradu
field wilt render any comment
valuable, all tbat la desired will bo

aohleved; and if the humblest one en-
gaged In trade can learn a lesson, this
effort will not have been In valu.

There are a large number of atorea
or dealers In merchandise lu tbu towns
aud villages of Utah. Yeara ago co
eqeratlve stores wcru the rule, and
their deal was almost exoluslvely with
one house, Msny if those wbo were
directors and talcimen In those stores
weru absolutely unnccustomeJ to buy
lng or selling, to dealing In or dispos-
ing of produce. Receiving or giving
oredlt was not a systom In their busi-
ness program. They bought and ex-

pected to pay; they aold and oxjected
to ba paid some tlmo. Promptitude
on either side was au unknown factor.
Their pay for goods sold came rcalnly
In produce, upon which there was
wn.tnor loss, consequent on dlntant,
changing or unknowu marke ts.Lack
of training and exriencei ion ex-
hibited Itself lu cramped co idltlous;
but all ihtia stores bad an
object, and even when dlsaprilutramta
and disaster state t then) la thafaoe,
the fact of mutual interest tided over
mauyadiniculty which meant ruin
under other circumstances to directors,
etockholJcrs, salesmen and settlements
nt large,

A caso recurs to memory where In n
prominent southern town tho local co-

operative, store was Indebted to one
firm some $I3,(JU0; lha Roods weru gone
from tbu shelves, the looplu bad
bought and Uied them, payment was
deemed secure at harvest, but Ibe
harvest nover catuo. After friendly
consultation an arrangement waa made
by which this Indebtedness remained
lu statu quo; an agreement was con-
cluded fur a certain small credit not to
be exceeded, aud all other transactions
weru lo Lu for cash.

Tertlstent
"drummers," tsngulno that Utah's
people will pay their debts, faavo by
methods known to trado crowded upon
the unsophisticated and Inexperienced
buyer or dealer goods In exceea of
necessity, and many such pur
chases have had to be paid for
With money which really belonged
to the home house or firm,
which has given accommodation and
credit for months and jeara before.
Thirty or sixty days outside, In bual
ness, means thirty or sixty dey only,
whereas It has been assumed to be
threoorsfx months at home, or longer
If this was Inconvenient, Further,
trading abroad ban teen Indiscriminate
or with many flrmi, as though the
moral courage lo say "Nol" was not
within the range of a buyer's vocabu-
lary.

That this feature lias exhibited Itself
In several latuaaslgumenleia probably
not to be wondered at, for aveu large,
shrewd and eijierlenced men of bual.
ness may fall Into the same compro-
mising error. A prominent case of
this kind occurred In this city but a
little while ao. Friends and rivals
weru equally astounded wueu the
balance-shee- t was published that so
large an Indebtedness waa made up cf
ao unuiually numerous small ones,
but one or two accounts of
magnitude appearing In tha eohed
ulu with a total of nearly
JIl'O.OOUOO. Another local collapse
mado an exhibit of Indebtedness
amounting to $14,000.00, with a list of
seventy creditors; while still a later
one had a Met of creditors for
art ludeblolutss of $7000.

Now, had any of tbesu firms rolcd
been satisfied to deal with but ono or
two wbolesalo dealers a payment of a
few hundreds or thousands In the
larger case would have couuled some
what, and there might have been
patient advisory sympathy or aid, and
to financial salvation. Ho long aa
credit prevails, such a trade, concen-
trated and confined, would have been
worth looting alter aud preserving;
but a series of accounts (In a failure
for $i:o,000) which ruu from a couple
to llvo hundred dollars Is not worth
having, certainly not worth much cul-
tivation.

It would pay many of the stores In
