The tire, fanned by a strong
southeruly wind, soou spread In all
directions and In a few momenta had
caught tho Immenao buildings ol Ihe
Ichlmura Theater. Ihe Bhllaya
district court was reduced to ashes lu a
very short time, drcal anxiety was
experienced In regsrd to tho ealety ol
tho Imperial unlveislty hospi-
tal, erected at Idiumlcho. The build-
ings at ono time caujht flro, but tho
flames wero subduid ere they could
get control ct tlio hospital. One hun-
dred und houses, one po-

lice box and one shed were complete-
ly destroyed, nnd tuveu abodes uud
two outliouiis tartly damaged lu
Idzumlcho, while !ii- - houses, one
godown, one district court, one theater
and two other l ubllo places were burnt
to the ground, and sixteen dwellings
considerably damaged III Bhllaya.
Haven firemen were more or less seve-
rely Inlured, ono succumbing lo the
Injuries which ho received, A man
waa fatally wounded by falling from
the roof.

Another fire occurred in Toklo ou
April Sd. l'linua broke out lu a

clothes shop alter
and Ibe flames si read so rapid

ly that lu threo hours
houses wero completely dertrojed and
u third of that number partly burned.
