Vwounaerfal Invenilon,

On Monday and Tuesday afternoons a
large number of citizens, by invitation,
visited the brass lnuudry of Mr. W. T.
Garrett, on Fremount streef, for the pur-
prre ol wilhersing solne experiments
with a new luel recently Inwv ed and
paiented by Dr. lIrelund, of Watsan-
villg,'in this State. 'i‘he:.r were shown
into that portion of the establishment
occupied by the furnaces, and in one
corner found a brick furmace some eight
iect long und six feet high. On the top
of this was an iron tank bholding about
ten wallons, which was filled with erude
petroleum; from this tank & pipe, about
an inch and o half in diameter, led into
the side of the furnace; & small Jet of
oil, not ‘arger than a small goose-quill,
wuspermitted to flow out of this tube;
a lizut is placed beneath this et and it
immediately ignites; anot pipe
about an inch in diameter Jeads from a
stexm boller stationed some , fifteen feet
awuy. This pipe leads“a small Jet of
stesml upon thie burning oils, and the
moment the steam strilkes the oil the
oxygen in the water is set free and ig-
nites with a fremendous roar, generat-
ing in a very'few moments & most in-
tense white heat. = From this small
source the entire chamber of the fur-
nace, which is some two feet by five is
filled with a flame go brillisnt an
duzzlimg that one cannot gaze upon it
for more than & moment at a time. This
flaine possesses all the heat of an OXy--
hydrogen flame, and beneath its fierce
power the hardest metals melt in a few
moments,

The Inventor of the apparatus by
which the elements of heat, which na-
ture go gencrously provides, can be ulil-
ized, is a very modest man, saying that
he did not want to bring his diccovery
before the };ubhc until he had fully de-
monstrated that it would do ail he
claimed for ift. Heeays that the cost of
his furnaces will be only a nominal
sum-—that they will be within the reach
of cvery one who'owns & quarts ledge,
while the amount of oil consumed in
twenty-fonr houss will . not - exceed
ten gallons, at a cost of two
doilats.. . The. Doetor has every-confi-
dence in Lis discovery,and deciares his
ability to furnisly ‘el for ne'
