THE ELtTHAXT.

ITS SAQACITV AS A tlOIJCEll IX
I.NDIAN LCMBEK YARDS.

Lazy and clumsy looking as the
elephant appears in our menagerie?,
where it is merely an olject of
curiosity, in Asia It is as useful an
animal as tho horse, and is, Indeed,
employed In a great variety ot way,
says "Tuenty Years In India. '
There are few, if any, Uti which a
honecan be trusted to perform with
out careful and constant gulJauce,
whereas the elephant Is fniiucutly
given as much Independence of
action as a nun would have ot the
same work. This is notably the
casein the lumber yards of Ilangoon
and Moulmein. where the oncratlon
,cf moving and piling the heavy
timbers Is performed by male ele-

phants itbout any special n

by the keepers.
The logs to be moved ore

which is very heavy. They
are cut into lengths of twenty feet,
with a diameter,or perhaps a square,
of about a foot. An elephant will
go to a log, kneel dnown, thrust hie
tusks Into the middle of it, cuil his
trunk ovtr It, test It to see that it Is
evenly balanced, and then rise with
it and easily carry it to the pile that
Is made. Placing tbe log
carefully on the pile in its proper
place, the sagacious animal will
step back a few pacta and inuasuie
with his eye to determine whether
or not tile log needs pushing one
way or the other. It will then make
any necessary alterations of lI-tio-

In this way, without any word or
command from its mahout, ordriv
er, Itvwill go on with its wotk. To
do any siclal task It rnust,of course,
be directed bythe mahout, but it is
marvelous to see how readily this
great creature comprehends Its in-
structions aud how Ingeniously it
makes use of its strength. If a log
too heavy to be carried Is to be
moved a short distance, thu ele-

phant will bend law, place its great
head against the end of the log, and
then, with a sudden txertion o(
along; or, to move the log any great
distance, hu will encircle it witha chain and dras his load behind
him.

As a' rule, howevir, tbe work of
dragging is done by the female

since, having uo tusks, they
cannot carry logs as the male ele-
phants do. A man can hardlv dis-
play more judgment in the a

tho rope or chain round a
Jog, nor could a man with his two
.S?3. tio an( un',e knots more

skilfully than do these elephants
with their trunks.
