WasHINGTON, 29.—The report of
Gen. Dyer, chief of ord , s in the
hands of the Secretary of War. In re-
gard to the appropriations provided for
the ensuing year, General Dyer re+
marks that they are larger than they
have been any year since the close of
the war. The operation of the law has
caused great embarrassment to the |
work of the ordomance bureau. &lli
operations at the arsenals in the de
ment, except the bresking up of am-
munition and preparing of obsolete and
unserviceable ordnance and ordnanee
stores for sale, had to be suspended Im-
mediately. In other respects the iaw
has operated to the detr ent. of the
department; and it is now necessary to
ask for a sufficlent appropriation to
meet all probable wants of the depart-
ment for the ensuing fscal year. A
further reduction of enlisted men of the
ordnance service, from seven hundred
and Afty to five hundred, is contem-
plated and will soon be mlde. and the
pumber of officers has been reduced to
fifty-nine. Bince the close of the war
the department has dis of more
than a million three hundred and forty
thousand staud of small arms unfit for
use and of upservicable patiterns; three
hundred and fifty thousand of these
were sold within the Fnt. month. The
sales since the first of July, 1870, to the
present date, have yloldod about five
millions, tix bundred thousand dollars,
In eoncluding his report Gen. Dyor
calls renewed attention to the defense-
less condition of the forts of the sea
coast.
