understood to be c¢ven more liberal
thau has heretofore been supposed, is
a subject of embarrassment and per-
plexity. Without saying se in em-
hatic terms 1t Is gathered from Gen.
iles’ roundabout expressions on the
subject, that the agreement was made
thut the lives of the prisoners should
be spared, and that they should be re-
moved at once from Arizona. In this
respect General Miles bas, it is said,
gone coatrary to the

WRLL-UNDERSTOOD WISHES

of his ‘superiors, which actlon
amounts prrtctlcllly to disobedience of
orders. he only reason suggested
for this course, in the absence of any
salisfactory siatement on the point
from General Miles,is|the fear that if he
did not secure the prisoners in this
way, they would make terms with and
surrender themselves to the Mexicans.
This would have rendered the termi-
nation of the campaign less creditable
to the Americans. In thisstate of af-
fairs there seems to be :nothing which
the-authorities can do for the prison-
ers except to keep them permanently as
prisoners of war. ,Even should the
civil authoritles of Arizona demand
them for trial, with the most positive
proof of murder ready 'for presents-
tion, the hands of the Administration
would be tied.
