fact and extent of conflict between
two mineral lodes cannot be de-

cided bj the department, but mut
be left to the court", therefore in all
case where a mining patent is
issued for claim A, conflicting with
another claim B previously patent-
ed, the excepting clause iu the last
Issued patent will have to read as
follows: "Excepting from thla con-

veyance, the surface ground con-

veyed to said li company by its
patent, dated blank; also excepting
from this conveyance so much of
the B lode, if any there be, as was
legally conveyed to the said Ji
cempany by its aforesaid patent."
In regard to soldiers' homesteads
Secretary Delano decidts that a
soldier is entitled to 160 acres of
land under the homestead law of
June 8, 1872, provided" his original
entry of less than 1G0 acres waa
made prior to the passage of eaid
act, as an adjoining farm or as a
homestead entry. This revetse9
the decision of the General Land
office, dated Decemler 10, 1874.
Commissioner Burdett decides, on
a case coming up from California,
that officers and soldiers while in
the regular army are not entitled to
the benefits of the homestead act
of June 8th, 1872. Commissioner
Burdett also decides that the second
section ef the act of March 3rd,
1843, gives to the executor orsd mi n
istrator, or one of the heirs, the ab
solute rigiit to complete the neces-
sary proceedings for the acquisition
of a title in case of a deceased pre
emption claimant, and it does not
devolve upon the land department
the duty of inquiring .If there are
any heirs, but if there-ar- e any it
casts toe title alstrlbutively upon
eacn, uy including mm in tne gen
eml provision.
