fancy. lint with us it is different.
And the verv fact that we are united
with regard lo that which God requires
at our hands in all things is a rock of
offense to manvtitris regarded as an
. vil bv those who do not love us; by
those who make it tlretr business to
iiriiur evil accusations asralnst us. Oiir
union i8 a opposite condition of affairs
in that which exists among the sects iu
i In ( lirislian w orld.and being contrary,
i hey imagine ougtit lo oe stigmatized,
kci ied and derided. Hill in our union

lies our strength; becanse we cannot
be united on, any other principle than
obedience to the law of the lord.

The Bottom of lite Sea.
There has been much dispute as to the

quantity of light at Hie bottom of the
sea. Animals dredged from below 700
fathoms either have no eyed, or faint
indications of them, or else their eyesare very large and protruding Another
strange thing is that, if the creatures
ia these lo wer depths have any color, it
Is orange, or red, or reddish orange.
Sea anemones, corals, shrimps, and
crabs have this brilliant color. Some-
times it is pure red or scarlet, and In
many specimens it inclines towards
purple. Not a green or a blue fish Is
found. The orange-re- d is the fish's
protection; for the bluish-gree- n light
in Ihc bottom of the ocean makes the
orange or tbe red fish appear of a neu-tur- al

tint and hides it from its enemies.
Mauy animals aro black, others neutral
in color. Some fish are provided with
boring tails, so that they can burrow In
the mud. The surface of tbe subma-
rine mountain is covered with shells,
like an ordinary sea-beac- h, showing
that it is the eating-hous- e of vast
shoals of carnivorous animals. A cod-
fish takes a whole oyster Into its mouth,
cracks tbe shell, digests the meat, aud
spits out the rest. Crabs crack the
sheila aud suck out the meat. I a this
way come whole mounds of sheila that
are dredged un. Not a fish bone has
ever been dredged up. A piece of wood
may be dredged up, but it is honey-
combed by Lka boring shell Hsh atad
falls to pltte at tbe touch of the hand .
This shows what destruction ia con-
stantly going on in these depths. If a

sinks all board, itship at sea with on
will be eaten by Ash, with the exception
of the metal, and that will corrode and
disappear. Not a bone of a human
body will remain after a few days: It
is a constant display of the law of tbe
survival of the fittest. Exchange.
