mg to foreign powers, except the Sultan, was—Geray,
by the grace of God, En:ipafnr of the Tatars, the Circas-
_'sﬁnns,and the Daghestan Al ‘the princes of the reign-
" ing house had the title of Sultan, nnd were not shut up,
but anjnyed cnmplut-a liberty. Some held great charzes
‘in the kmgdﬂm. and others lived in Roumelia on lands
grauted to them by the Porte.

There were generally some n Circassia, which was
the country to which they often fled when they had any
cause for discontent, and where, by raising the warlike
populition of the mountains, and marching against the
"khn.n, or mn‘kiﬂg excursions on the Rosssian territory,
they sometimes caused the khan much annoyance.

They aill received pensions from the Perte, and were
grently respectéd by the whole nation of the Tatars.
The family was divided into two branches, of which
the one are the descendants of the good prince Hadji
Selim, and the other are a distant branch, called Tcho-
ban Getays, or ;he Shepherd Gerays. Ttused to be the
custom of the khan, and of all the princes of the house
of ‘Tatary, always o choose as their wives Circassian
slaves, and on thir account the mothers of the khans
were little respected, even by the prince himsutf and
after the death of their hugbands they hved in the ha-
rems of their sons, and were not admitted to their table,
and even remained standing till they re:’ni?ad permission
to sitdown.
~ The Tatars in the days when they were a formidable
people are described by a French oficer who served in
Poland against them, as of middle stature, strong, with
thick Jimbs, short necky bread face, their eves small,
but very black, and opening wide, their complexion taw-
ny, hardened to all sort of labor and pains from their
very intancy. They are dressed in sheepskins, and
carried with them on their journey n steel to strike
fire, and a nariner’s compass and a sun-dial to guide
them throngh the de-ert plains where there is no beaten
way or path. “They ride very short,” says the officer,
+like all the Eastern nations, and their borses, which
they call bacmates, were long, lean, and ugly, with the
hair of their neck thick. and great tails, which hang
down to the ground; but they are swift and indefati-
gable in’ traveling, being able to carry their riders
whole days’ journeys without drawing bit; and they
will feed ar all times, and when in winter the emth is

covered with SnOW, which is the time when the Tatars |

make their inmrtiuns, they live either uprm what is un-
der the snow, or upon the branches or sprouts of trees,
pine tops, straw, or anything they can find.”

The Tatars hardly ever used bread, but made a pot-
tage of millet, and ordinarily eat horse-flesh, boiled
when they were atjeisure, but just heated under their
saddles and eaten raw when on amaich, and the only
sauce they had was the froth of the flesh from this prim-
itive way of cooking it. They ulwar: had extra horses
with them for food..

They had the highest character for mtegrity, and 1er1r
few nations were to be found less vicious. Besides
their eontinence, they were extremely sincere and faith-

ful, and had no thieves or false witnesses amougst theam; ||
they did little injustice or violence, and lived in union |

and great tranquility. The marvellous fidelity of the
captive Tatars in Poland was celebrated. They never
fiiled to return when they were released on their parole,
and the Polish gentlemen rather trusted the young Ta-
tars in their service with the keys of their money und
jewels than any others of thelr hougehold. ’

The Tatars can hardly now be said to form a nation.
After the conquest of Crimea by the Russians, all those
who did not wish to stay under the Russian sceptre were
allowed to emigrate, and many Javailed themselves of
the permiseion and retired into Turkey, so that there are
row scarcely any remaining in the country west of the
Dniepr; and their nlmhﬂ has much diminist ed in the
Crimea.

The influx of ﬁuhlﬂn“hh puﬂpla to the suntﬁam coast
of the Crimen, and the wealth they have bronght there,
has corriupted the lower orders of the Tatars, and made
the nobles sink in haughty seclusicn to the mountains.
There the poorer -classes, umlike the Taturs of the
southern coast and the plains, retain their rugh and
primitive indu'pamlgm, and the rich can penceahly pass
their lives without being shocked by the uigtrlt of their
masters. | / " L8
