FIRE IN VICTORIA.

Vietoria, B. €, July 23.—The great-

est fire in Victoria's history occurred
this afternoon, destroying five blocks

and many detached buildings, involving
a loss of a quarter of a milllon dollars,

Starting In the upused boller shop of
the defunct Albion works, the e
wiped out the shacks of the tender-
loin. From Store street to Quadia,
four blocks eastward, and Letweon
Herald and  Chatham and Ploneer
streots, 2carcely anything escaped, The
poor pressure of water greatly handl-
capped the firemen, who, atded by the

soldiers of the garrison and a
volunteers, fought desperately, pulling
down many buildings in the path of
the fire, which was brought under con-
trol at 7 p, m, Dynamite was brought
in automobiles to blow up bulldings, byt
Fire Chief Watson would not use it,
The water pressure was poor, greatly

handicapping the fircmen, Men, wo-
men and children were huriedly car-
rying out their belongings from the
houses in the threatacned section,

In many instances the furniture
brought to the street was burned be-
fore convevances could be secured to

carry it away. Severdl narrow escapes
took place, The women who wanted
to get back into burning bulldings to
gave their valuables were dragged out
by firemen as the roof fell in, One
woman on Green street became crazed
and trled to rush back into a burning
building, being prevented by a police-
man, who grabbed her and hurried her
struggling from the scene,
