ItLxncrc;, Bingham County,
Idaho, May 27, IS90. Correspond-
ence of tho Desetcet N"ova In
company with Apostle Mariner W.
Merrill and Bishop Geo. la. Farrell,
I arrived at Kaglc Bock, Bingham
County, Idaho (JO) miles north of
Ogdtn, Utah), early on the mom-i- u

of Saturday, the 17th Inst. We
were met at the station byThos. K.
Ricks, nnd aftir irtaklug ot the
hospitality of lii'hcp James
Thomas, of IJgle Hock, we boarded
a wagon provided for the occasion
and rode 15 miles north to touls-vill-

where, we attended a Stake
Primar confertWe in tlie forenoon
and the ltelltf Society conference
in the afternoon.

The follow Ing day (S Jnday, .May
1Mb), the twtnty fiflli quarttrly
confertnee cf tho Bannock Stake
of ion was commenced. On this
and the next day five Interesting
meetings (including a Priesthood
nulling) were htld, and good and
time lnstrucliotj given to the
assembled Saints.

The Bannock Stake of ZI011 was
first orgauizeJ in ISS1, tho small
settlemtuts of which It then con-
sisted having previously belonged
tt the Cache fctaki It now em-
braces twenty organized wards with
a total membership of about four
thousand. Ol tin se, ten wards are
on the north side of the main
branch ofSnakoItivtr, nine on tlie
south sidi,and one in the Teton
Basin, fir to the east. At this time
of the enr communication or travel
Intuitu the settlements ouopjoite

desof tlie rivers Li xtrtmtly lt

and oflm vtry dangtrous,
owing to high water. Ou this ac-
count only a ftw of the brethren
from the north side of Hit. rirtr at
tended the conference, and they
had to travel about sixt miles b
nay of Markit aud Eagle
Itoek, Instead of about eighteen
miles, whicli Is the distance from
Rixliurg to Leulsvilleby wa of the
BIgButtesFcrry.N'otliwitlistanding
this thircwere sufliclent numbers
ol Saints ireseut from tlicoouth side
to fill the largest meeting house in
the Stake, ef whlih the good people
of Suowvillc are the happy

It fa a respectable brick
building, constnctid of the fltbrick made in this jart of the coun-t-r

. Conference being ov er. Bishop
Farrell and myM.lf, accompanied b
sivcral brethren fmm the north
side, crossed the Dry Bed" of
Snake Itlver i'j a firr anJlitlda
meeting witli the Salnks of Minan
Ward, Monda evtnlng.

Mtnau, fjrmerl known as
Cedar Buttes, U the oldest
"Mom-on- settlement in the
Baunock Staku It was first
settled bv John t Poole. In 1S73.
and now has fort families, presided
over by Bishop Wm N. hu plans
It is situated on the so called Poole's
Island, one of the choice spots
in tho ujptr Snake Bivcr

This island, which is
tw.nt - live miles long from
east to w est and from one to four
miles wide, Is separated from tht
main Land by !Jie main Snake River
on the north and the "Dry Bed"
(omediy but now a large nvtrwlth
a swift and dangerous current1 011

the south. Fine groves of timber
and numerous clusters of cotton
wceid trees beautify the
whicli Is alo noted foriLs extensive
meadows and very rich and

Tlit Saints residing in
the east end of this fertile Island
have a separate ward organization

FIdirJohn It. Poult, who voluti
trend to take us to Ittxburg, started
with us for theheadqiiatirsaf the
Bauuoek Stakt, ou Thursday, May
20th, alo it noon. We cro-v-d Hit
mainbnakc Biverat the Big Buttes
firr, tlie watir iti the rivir having
subsided a little so as to make firry
ing possible again, though still
quite daugernus

After traveling five miles further
we came to the foit of the largest of
two buttcs.ortxtIntt voIcanicvttiLs.
whicli rie ahruill from the level
of the vall--y tothe height of about
live hundred fut above the river,
and standing eacn uiou an oval
base of about two miles in diameter.
Having Iia I tur atttntion drawn to

buttes st viral times since we
started to come uoith from Eagle
Bock, we decided to ascend tothe
top of thu largest one We found
its crest rucged showing some curi-
ous eliUV, while its sloics consist
mosll of sliding sand and are cov-
ered more or less with a straggling
growth of liush shmbsnud small
j ines and cedars. Its craterisabout
half n mile lon by a quarter of a
mile wide, and perhat'S 150 feet.
From the highest point of this re-
markable liutte We had a most mag
nifictnt vitw of the uj per Snake
ItiverValle Looking northeast.the
windings or Henry's and the
Teton Itlver are vbible for forty
miles or more, and looking south-ea-

the main Snake Itlver Is seen
emerging from the mouth of a
canyon in the Teton Itanent ami
thiucc llowiug in a northwester'
direction until It unites with the
north fork, about three miles south
of our iiut of observation. A
mnubcrof settltmtnts, rancliesand
firnihouses are noticed near the
courses tif the rivers, of which one
omewhat centrally located presents

quite a number of build-
ings. This we were Informed Is

the mitro(I!softlio Bannock
Stake, and the othersmallir towns
an I villages surrounding it an

out to usa.-- I,man, Burton,
salem, Wilford, Tttotij Parker and
Brighton. Further to the east the
loft jwaks of the "Grand Teton"
and neighboring heights are seen
towering above the lower range of
mountains which sejarates the
Snake Hive r Valley from the Tttou
Basin. Looking north a broad

kiting basalt terrace lies liefore
us bordered on the north by a
'ingukar range of tlevatlous known
as the Land Hill Mountains,
so called liecause they are
surrounded ly n licit of sand
dunes from one to two miles
In width and reaching on the northside of the mounta'ns an elevation
of three hundred fret aiove the
I Iain. The glare r these unlfoVto
surfaces was almost as dazzling be-
neath the afternoon sun as if they
liad been of snaiv. The mountains
behind them r.se to the height of
about 12) feet above the valley.
Looking south and southeast the
settlements of Menan. Louisville,
l.a Belli, Bigbj and Willow Creek
are in plain altw, and still further
oulh thu course of Snake River can
be followed far beyond Kagle Hotk.

Descending Into the valley and
cont'iiuing cur journey we soon
reached the new bridgeover Henry '
Fork of Snake Blver, constructed a
few months ago. Immediately
ast ot the bridge the river has over-

flown its banks ardspfead over the
roal foradistauce of several hun-
dred yards, making itimrcssible for
trams tocroAwith loajs.

Brother Thos.CBassett and
myselfgotlntoalrsky skHJ,In which
Wesuccetsled In reaching the op-
posite shore, after stopping on an
island half wa across to loll out
the water. In tho meantime

Bexburg is pleasantly located on a

Utah and Northern railway, which
is the stopping point for all the set-
tltmtnts situate on the forks of
Snake river. Rcxburg was first
founded in tho spring of lSa3, nnlhiWiiaw a population of about So--,

neatly all Latter day fetlnti It
is divfdel InL three warJf. The

First Ward, embracing tho cast
part of ths town, Is presided
over by Bishop Thes. E. nicks, Jr ;
tho Second Ward, induJing the
southwest part, 1j presided over
by Bishop Casper Steiner, and tho
Third Ward, embracing tho north-
west part of the town, lias Timothy
J. Winter for Bishop. The town
has a printing ofllcc, from which
the Rexburg JtC4t, edited by Elder
Phineus Teraticst, is issued weekly;
four storm dealing In general mer-
chandise, one music store, two
blacksmith shops, one livery, feed
andsalo stable, one meat market,
one hotel, and a uumUr of s!ios of
more or less Iiniortance. But the
prlJeof the town Is the Bexburg
Mills, the largest, best and most'
perfect (louring mill In the upper
Snake River Vallev. It stands on
an elevated piece of ground a short
distance east of tho tow mite, and is
owned by an Incorporated company.
It was erected in 1859 al a cost of
519,000. Thu walls of the main
building are of beautiful white sand
stone Ji x 55 feet and fcjr stories
high. The mill can turn out ISO
sacks of flourin a day, when worked
to its full cajucity. Besides the
"mill there area ftw othtrsubstantlal
buildings In Rcxlurg, but most of
U.c dwellings are as vet primitive
In character, near' all loghouse--

with dirt roo's. These, howevcrare
beginning to give way for more
uiodtrn ami coiifortable struc-
tures.

Six miles or Hexlurg Is Teton,
cue of the finest Iitllo towns In the
forks of Sual e Hirer. Its location
is beautiful aud the immense tracts
of rich farming Ian Is surrounding
the townsite are level as a floor.
John Donaldson, a man of consider-
able cxperiiucc, Is Bishop cf this
Ward, which consists of about fifty
families.

On the opposite side of the Piton
River lies Wilf rd, so named
iu lienor of l'nsldent Wil
ronl Wood ru II". This Ward, over
which Bishop George Davis

resides, tml races a finu tract of
country lying between the Teton
aud Henry's Fork of Snake River.
The Wilford town'Ite is two miles
north of Teton, but there brine: no
bridge over the Teton River, there
Is 110 direct communication between
tlie two settltmtiits In times of
high water.

I'urker (formerly Egin) named in
honor of BMiop Wymati A. Parker,
who prtsiits over the ward, Is situ-
ated on the north si Io of Henry's
Folk. In a direct Hut this place
istlg'it miles north of Ittxburg, but
the way the read runs, rta the
bridge al St. Antlioii, the distance
Is about sixteen miles. Parker
tow mite vies with Teton in iInt of
beautiful location, and thu sur-
rounding level country litre, this
time of the year, is lift rally covered
with flowers or a vellowish hue,
which Is also the case lu the Wil-
ford and Teton wards The hardy
weed bearing these tlowers is the
natural grow th in this art of tht
valley, while the country south of
thu main fork of Snake Hirer is
covered with a thrilty growth ot
sage brush. In tlie three settle-
mtuts last mentioned there Is room
for thousands of Lalte r day Saints,
and the pri-e-nt settlers would
gladly wilcome such of their
talth as would not i afraid
to face the dilllrultirs and haruships
connecttU with developing the re-
sources of a country.

This much can be raid of this
that thtre Is plenty of

good land and an abundance of
water u herewith to Irrigate It, and
It is only a matter of time w hen this
tntin region will teem 'tllh Its tens
of thousands of Inhabitants.
