AS MARSHAL, TERRITORIAL
GOVERNOE, ETC.

Justice, which was called forth by the
action of that committee in regard to
the charges of misconduct n.g:.ﬁ;st El
H. Murray during his term of office as
United States Marshal:

WasmuNGTOxN, D. C., April 7, 1884,

Sir.—Ell H. Murray, late Uniled
States Marshal of Kentucky, and pre-
sent Governor of Utah, was denounced
by the Hon. John B. White, Represen-
tative from Kentucky, a8 a thlel. The
committee, of which you are chairman,
acting upon the information obtained
from Mr. White, called upon the At-
torney General for any papers on file
in the Department of Justice relating
to the administration of the United
States Marshal’s office for the District
of Kentucky during the incumbency of
EllH, Mumly.

A bundle of papers, the result of an
examination made by Geo. K. Chase,
an officer of the Department of Justice,
was sent to your committee. The ex-
amination covered a very short period
and related only to eertain specifle
charges made by a former subordinate
of Marshal Murray. The charges were
sustained by oral and documentary ev-
idence. The officer directed to make
the examination so reported to the
Attorney General,who thereupon wrote
to Mars furray demanding his res-
i tion, In response thercto, John
M. Harlan, then the attorney ol Mur-
ray, now a Justice of the Supreme
Court. of the United States, came to
g'ashlngton to save Lis client from

isgrace.

The resalt of Mr. Harlan’s visit was
an arrangement by which Murray was
allowed to resign as if of his own mo-
tion, and the letter of the Attorney
General demanding his resignation was
not only withdrawn, but the records of
the Department of Justice were mutii-
ated by cutting from the letter book
the recorded copy thercof. It was also
stipulated that the papers showing the
result of -the examination made by
Chase should not be placed on file. The
object of this extraordinrry proceeding
could have been none other than to
shield an offender in whose interest
Powcrtul political influences had been
yrought to bear. The records of the
Department of Justice are not mutilat-
ed and officlal papers kept off the files
for trivial causes.

The papers sent to your commiltee
were examined by Mr. Ballin, an ex-
pert of the Department of Justice, who
testitied that they disclosed irregulari-
ties in the accounts of Marshal Murray
and frauds upon the United States.
George K. C , the oflicer who' in-
vestigated the charges against Murray,
and who reported them sustained, ap-

:ared before your committee and tes-
ifled that the evidence he obtained
estabHshed Mitirray’s gullt; that the
Attorney General demanded Murray's
resignation; which was received and
accepted. He testified that the resig-
nation was demanded because the ex-
amination he had made satistied the
Attorney General that Mnrray was
guilty. This witness was saperticially
examined and did not give a satisfac-
tory account of the attempted suppres-
sion of his report, of the withdrawal of
the Atton:u.'y General’s letter demand-
ing Murray’s resignation, nor of the
mutilation of .the records by removing
the copy of the same.

Between the time the papers first
came to your committee and the ex-
amination of Chase the most important
one disap! It was the original
warrant on which were indorsed in
Murray’s handwriting the illegal fees,
amounting to more than $80, in the
McCord case. Iiwas among the pa-

rs when they first came from the

cpartment of Justice, I saw and ex-
am it carefully, I 'called theatten-
{.{on of the clerk of your committee to

The ITon. John B. White testifled
concerning mainy lm;i‘ulurmcs in the
Marshal’'s oflice which had been re-
ported to him. e gave an account of
«r0oss outrages perpetrated In his dis-
triet solely for the purpose of swellin
the emolument returns of Marsha
Murray. He ,_?‘-e you the nawmes of
witnesses who had personal knowledge
of frregularities and frauds, and asked
that they should be subpeensed and ex-
amined. This has not been done.

The Commissioner of Internal Rev-
entie, who made grave charges against
Murray, was *‘invited to appear before

our committee and give his testimony

»ut declined for personal and politica
reasons, and was excused. Mr, Chase,
who knew a great deal more than hic
was asked to tell in his first examina-
tion, has also been excused from giving
further testimony. Whercfore this
tenderness.

Mr. Murray appeared before your
committee, last day, and consumod
two lhours in reading a statement
nlmundmi' in tawdlzo rhetorie, mawk-

ish inv “f and wholly unsapported
charges nst gentlemen who had
nothing whatever to do with the ae-

cusation upon which he was found
guilty by the rtment of Justice,
years ago. Undoubtedly he was sur-
rised and amazed when the proofs of
Ets dalinquencies were fon in the
Department of Justice.
