cases of phthisis reported bv Dr.
ltleck, onlv thirteen failed to be bene-
fitted by this remedy.

A twenty years' rw ord showB about
a fourth of the days at Greenwich
observatory to be sunless, while only
14 iter cent of the days from May to
September have 10 hourfl nf sunshine.

A novel wave motor, pumping wuter
hy the rise and fall of a buoy sliding
on nn upright tube, was some months
ago designed by Mr. H. Morley Fletch-
er, nn Kngllsh engineer. A large ex-

perimental uppnratus Is now being
prueHcally tested, a dismantled vessel
having been tnored a out to
sea as a workshop. The motor, with
a total weight of hetween eleven and
twelve tons. Is kept upright by a sub-
merged table of steel about twenty feet
In dlameier, which Is provided with
tsuitnhlw moling chains, and from this
base the steel hydrometer tube, about
thrty feet long and a foot In diameter,
rises to u height of ten to thirteen fret
above' the normal water level. The
osetllatlng buoy, made from steel boiler
plnteB, Is or cylindrical form, about ten
feet In dlnmeter'nnd five feet deep. The
piston In fitted Into the tube a few feet
