Th silver dollar
to li coined wa to corretpond with Ih
Hpanltli milled dollar, aad looontaln
till grain of puretllveror 410 grain
of standard. Th amount of alloy a.
lowed for standard gold and sliver wa
carefully regulated and fre roluag
wa rovlded fur.

If au Immediate excbmge of coin
wa wauled, of one per cent,
of tho weight of pure gold or pure sil-

ver In tho bullion wa charged. All
gold and illver colli wero made legal
teudtr. i'ronl 1701 to 1611 several
acta wire pjuwd regulating the value
of certain foreign coins, and determin-
ing the purpwt fur which they might
bo received a legal louder.

On Juno m, 1811, a coinage act wa
iMMid whllll tiled Ihe f 10 gold inglu
