Hon. Isaac P. Ciikistiaxcv,
Justice of the Supreme Court

of Michigan, States
Senator and to Peru,
died recently at his "lonely home"
iu Lansing, in comparative poverty
and surrounded aud encompassed by
wretchedness. He attained as high
honors as were ever reached by any
man of his State, but his descent to
oblivion wits much more rapid than
his trip to piwerand influence. As
he, a number of years ago, intro-
duced into the Senate and cham-
pioned ono of the many Infamous
measures that hive bcuu aimed at
the "Mormon" people, his career
and falo have some local interest at
tached to them.

One of Uie prominent Journals of
the country says: "His case is a
striking example of how short a
step it is from honorable
fame and political success, to total
obscurily." For a month r revious
to his death Judge Chrislitncy suf-
fered inleue agony from cancer,
near Uie roots of Ills tongue, and
greatly desired ids end (o coicc
apeedlly. ludrcj for several years
he had stated thnt he Iiad nothing
to cauc him to desire to live.

In IES3 and In 1873, scrvinjr three terms
as Chief Justice.

"In 1TS he resigned from the bench
to become United States Senator, and
two years later resigned that position
to accpt the post or United States
MinMer to lVru. The death of his
first wife left him with several wins.

ciples that underlie morality. Ifwe, for'iiance, want to know
what is right or wrong in any par-
ticular Instance, where one man
has to deal with another, Uie bible
may not have any passage meet-
ing the requirements or that
partlcnlarcase, but It gives a prin-
ciple: "Love thy neighbor as thy-
self," covering in that one passage
all possible cases. Tho Islam not
so. In the Koran we find the
virtues and Uie vices specified.

pride, lying, avarice, etc.,
are sit down wi sins, and kindness,
JusUce, honesty, it-- , given as
virtue--. But Uiru there is also this

'about It, that do
not consider themselves under any
obligations to thee that do not be-
long to their faltb. They, them

selves are tho faithful ones, while
all outsiders are "Infliielsand dogs,"
This gives a fair clue to the right
understanding of many of the
chararferisUcs oi the Orientals.

The most prominent religion in
Palestine, next to tbe Mohammed-
an, is tbe Catholic represented by
the two divisions, the Itoman
and the Greek Church.
