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Once acquired the ptotopraphic
passion is easily gratiiled. The inven-
tive cenlus of the century .'oejns to
have conspired for its encouragement.The daintiest devices in vood and
brass, the coyest lenses, the airiest
tripods, the snuggest cirryin? cases-- all

eecru especially endowed with that
peculiar quality which tempts one
who has straddled a new hobby to
plant the epuri impetuously. A "few
years ago matters were verdiflerent.
The keynote of amateur phfAoraphy,the "dry plate," has been suppliedwithin eight or ten years, since the
dry plate process, thouga ia use for
more than a decade,, was not broughtto trustworthy perfection until it
had undergone several seasons' trial.
Tnere were indeed, "wet plate ama-
teurs," and there are to-d:- iy some
who follow the example of many
professionals in adhering to t je older
method. But amateur photography
now practically means dry pla'e pnp-tograp-

It was the amateur who
welcomed the dry plate at a t me when
the professional was yielding it only pcautious tolerance. Why he wel-
comed it may scarcely require expla-
nation.

The principle of the wet plate pro-
cess is suggested by its name. The
glass negative plate is coated with
collodion, exposed in the camera while
wet, and developed at once. This im-

plies th presence of appliances with-
in a short distance of tuc place where
the exposure was made. In order to
take views out of doors the photo-
grapher was obliged to carry an outlit
which in these times would look lugu-
briously elaborate. I have seen a
"home maiie"( amateur wet plat;
apparatus; made very ingeniously
of telescoping boxes, J with an eye
hole at true top, an arm hole at
each side, an orauge light window in
the front (tor all the tinkering with
the moist plate had" to be doe with-
out ligit), and the whole, with its
trays, baths, solutions in bottles, etc.,
could be reduced to a relatively small
bundle.

WHEN THE DRY PLATE CAME.

When the dry plate arrived it be-
came possible to do away with all this
ponderous machinery. The dry plates,
bought ready prepared, can be kept
lor months before use, and for monttis
again af tpr exposure before ttey are
developed a phenomenon of which
the wonder is always new. Thus oue
may earry a camera witn him through
Europe, puck up the exposed plates,
and, uuless some custom house
official, to the amateur's unspeakable
despair, insists upon opening a few of
the packages to discern tie meaning
of their ominou? weitht, develope
them all on his return home.

This clement of portability is not the
only feature of the dry plate process
which bad an immediate influence up-
on the development of amateur pho-
tography. A capacity for rapid work
was from the outset an impo tant
characteristic of the process. By con-
tinued experiment the sensitiveness of
the gelatine ttita with whicn the plates
are coated was from time to time in-

creased, until now an exposure lor the
two-hundred- th part of a second is
sulTuiect to secure au adequate nega-
tive. The valu; of this achievement, is
wider than the Held of the amateur.
Within the few years during which in-

stantaneous woik hai been possible,
both science and art have increased
their obligations to the camera. Every
one remembers the burst of mtrrl
ment and wonder that greeted
Mr. Muybridge's picture of the
horse in motion. The motion of
a sound Jarred lamp llime, the
flight of a cannon shot, the forkiugs of
lightning, and a thousand other phe-
nomena have been dexterously pnoto-grapne- d.

Through this medium both
the naturalist and the surgeon have
gained a better knowledge of muscular
action. One anatomist uses th iapi !

plate to settle the long-standir- .g dis-

pute as to whether, in the twirling of
the fist, the ulna or the radius moves
the more ; another fastens with bees-
wax upon the line of a model's spine a'
row of glistening Christmas tree balls
and then takes a dozen impressions
within a second while the m,odel is
walking away from the operator. It is
in thin manner that instantaneous
photography has made itself invalu-
able to students in many departmen s
of knowledge, students wno, while
they are in a sense amateur photeg-raphe- r.,

Napoleou and Ills Library.
Many of Napoleon's biographers

have incidental! v mentioned that be
like one of them (M. Thiers) used to
carry about a certain number of favor-it- s

books wherever he went, whether
traveling or campaigning; out it is not
generally kuown that he made several
plans for the construction of portable
libiaries which were t. form part o!
his baggage. Some interesting infor-
mation upon this head is given us b;
M. Louis iiarbier, Who for many years
had the care of the Louvre library, and
who bases his information upon some
memoirs left by Bis father, who was
librarian to Napoleon himself. For a
long time Napoleon used to carry about
the books he required in several boxes
holding about sixty volumes each.
These volumes, which were either oc-

tavo or duodecimo, stood upon snelves
inside the boxes, which were supplied
by the well-kno- cablaet-make- r,

Jacob. They were made of mahogany
at first, but it was found that t: is was
not strong enough 'for the knocking
about they had to sustain. M. Barbier
had them made of oak and covered
with leather. The inside was lined
with green leather or velvet, and the
books were bound in morocco. . There
was a catalogue for each'- case, with a
corresponding number upon every
volume, so that there was never a
moment's delay in picking out any
book that was wanted. As soon as the
emperor had selected his bead-quarte- rs

during a campaign these
cases were placed in a room
which was intended to be his study,
together with the portfolios con-

taining bis letters and maps. In course
of time, however, Napoleon found that
many books which be wanted to .con
suit were not included in the collec-
tion, and upon inquiring into the rea-
son was informed that they would not
fit into the cases. This, of course, was
ah answer which did not satisfy, one so
imperious, and while residiug at Bay-onu- e,

in 1808, he dictated the follow-
ing memoir, which was sent to M.
Barbier: "Byonne, July 17, 1808 The
Emperor wishes to form a traveling
library of one thousand volumes in
small J2mo, and printed in handsome
type. It is his majesty's in-
tention to have these works
printed for his special use, and
in order to economize space twere ia to
be no margin to them. They should
Contain from 500 to 600 pages, and be
bound in covers as flexible as possible,
and with spring backs. There should
be 40 works on religion, 40 dramatic
works, 40 volumes of epic and CO of
other eogtfy, 100 novels, and 60 vol-
umes of history, the remainder being
historical memories of every period."The Academy.
