NEW EQUIPMENT.
Orders for This Year Were Double of
Those of 1904,

Statistics complled by the Railroad

Cazotte, for its fssue of Dec. 21, show
that 108,008 cars were buflt during the
yeay 1905, including cars for use on
gubway and elevated railroads, but ex-
clusive of street and Interurban electric
cars, Thesa figures do not include cars
built by rallroads In thelr own ghaps,
of which an excaptionally large number
bave been bullt this year, Of the total,
105,455 are for frejght service, and 2,551
are for passenger gerviee, 162,701 are
for domestic use, and 5,305 are for ex-
ort,
. Thig 1« the laygest car output in any
one year yel reported, and is congider-
ably more than double the total output
for last year, which was 62000, The
rext largest output for any one year
was in 1902, when o total of 162,647 cars
were bullt. Durlng the past three
months the car companies have bookrd
enme record-breaking orders. The ma-
jerity of thest are for 1907 delivery, and
among them are orders from two of the
leading raflroads which alone amount
to alinost as many cars as the total ear
output in 1904, During the year 2,164
cars were bujlt by firms In Canada, an
increase of 222 cars over the number
built in 1604,

Official returns from all of the locomo-
tive bullders in the United Stateg and
Canada show that there were 5,491 new
lacomotives bullt in 1905, as against
2441 built in 1904, Like the car total,
this does not inelude locomotives bullt
by rallroads in their own sheps, nor
arders glven for repalrs op rebullding.
Of the total number of locomotives re-
ported bullt, 140 were electrie locomos
tives, as against 9 electric locomotives
for lust year, Of the total number 684
were for export and 1,89 for domestic
use, including 177 compound locomo-
tives. The total number of locomotives
bullt thls year exceeds the total num-
her for any previous year yet report-
ed, The nearest number to it was In
1903, when there were 5,162 locomotives
bullt,

In analyzing the above reports, it |s
intereating to note what the totals real-
ly mean by caleulating he expenditure
Involved, A the average cost per
frelght car of $1,000, the total spent for
freight carg would be $165,466,000; at an
AVernge Coft per passenger car of 3','.0(}41v
the total sapent for passenger cars would
be $17,867,000, and at an average cost per
locomotive of §14,000, the total spent for
lecomotives would be 376,574,000, Add.
Ing these totalag shows that the total
amount spent by the railroads in 1504
for motive power and rolling stock ap-
proximates the enormous sum of $260,«
156,000,
