Resolved, That a couwsmitltee of
threo bes appointed to investigate
the flunance reperts, books and ae-
wunts of the Treasury Department,
particularly the roports from 1869
to 1872, 1nclusive, to' ascertaln
whether or not auy actual differ-
ences or discrepancies, ‘exist and
also whether or net any alterations
in the amounts or figures have besn
made, nud report the facts to the
Seunte, and tbat sald committee
shall have power to employ a sten-
ogrupher. i

Davis spoke al leogtliy declaring
that diflerences and chavges in-
vuilving millivns were evident from
the repoils; Lhat Becretary £:istow
aud the hopauce commitliee omit
such unexplained correetione; that
ouly »juce 1871 the reports have dif-
fered, aud that other reasons exist-
ed for the passage of his resolo-
tion.

Mocritl declared that all Davis’
allegations had been satisfactorily
explained by the r-ports of Sher-
mnn auid KKerunu In 1376,

Toeurman did not think sSher-
man’s report explained the ulleged
discrepancies. He urged that an
ivvestigation be made, and moved
auv nmendmeont that the commit-
tee authorized do not exypire with
the end of the pjesent session.
Agreed to.
