No writer has yet iccordcd to
Silt Lake City the prestige to which

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thought This is a phase of Us his
tory which in the mini e of things
is slow to be comprehended even by
its residents Its growth and prog
ress ill respect to material things
the cultuvation of the soil the plant-
ing of trees and the construction o-
fbuildingsare cisil understood
because they call be perceived with
the eye Hut what subtle mtellec
trial and spiritual forces mi hive
em mated from this city is a central
point to influence or agitate the
minds of men throughout the world
is not so quickly friscd

No other city in the world no
matter what its ie or situation has
had upon the trend of thought
imong the present generation of men
as strong in influence as has the
capital of Utah llns statement
may seem today to be bold to the-
verge of mhcity but the next
generation of the earths inhabitants
will admit its unqualified truth-

In theology philosophy social
science and finance Salt ILake City
liter led the hole world tier since
the early years of its existence is a
city albeit the world IIIS not been
vcry quick or willing to acknowledge
its idership That the theological
teachings hich have emanated from
the pulpit and press of this city and
have been borne abroad among the
nations by missionaries sent forth
from here have modified the views
of Chritendom is i great truth
tisily proen hy cindnl nutstij mon
Take the religious literature of Eng
land and America for the last forty
years classify it by decades and
note the steady trend of modificatIon
