The Medical Jovtrnal has lust reBort
ed a paper read before the American
(jiimaioiogicai Association, by Dr. A
LLoomis, of this city, which may be
of vital importance to many people
proposing to visit mouutaiu resorts
the coming summer. Dr. Loomls de
tails four cases in which heart disease
was brought on by a change irom
lower to a higner altitude. Two of
these cases were persons going to St
Kegis Lake, in . the Adirondack, at an
elevation of only 2,000 feet. One was
that of a visitor to the Catskili moun
tail s. aud the fourth hd gone to Colo
rado. Though a relief was afforded
them by a return to lower levels, they
all aieu wumn iour or nve weets.

As the result of his experience in
twenty-si- x cases. Dr. Lodmis con
eludes that "tbe risks which, one with
even slight cardiac iusullicilency runs
by passing from a lower lb a higher
altitude is certainly verv,great; aud
if the insuliiciency be extensive, such
change becomes immediately danger
ous." This conclusion, strongly sup
ported as it is by Dr. Loomis data, is
especially important wnen it is re-
membered that caidaic InsufUciency
mav exist in those who give no evi
deuce of it while at, or moderately
utar. tbe sea level.

THE KKCENT CONVtTLSIONS OF N1T0U
TUS MAORIS A REMNANT OF SCAT-

TERED I8RAK1-KEIJ- C8 OP THE PAST
CUSTOMS AND TRADITIONS.

Elder Charles Hardy, now laboring
as a missionary in New Zealand, wrote
on June 18, 1886, from Dairy Flat, near
Auckland, to a friend in this country.
By courtesy of the latter we are en-
abled to publish the following Inter-
esting extracts :

1 will send you by this niall a news-
paper containing tbe account of tbe
terrible convulsions of nature which
occurred in the Hot Lakes district, on
the tenth of Jane, and which 1 hope
yoa will receive. This place (Dairy
Flat) is about 110 miles distant in a
jbtraight line from the scene of the
volcanic eruptions, and I hey sounded
to me hist like the constant tiring of
yery heavy cannon. I lay listening from
nalt past 2 till 6 in the morning, and I
thought that either the French or tne 1
ttassians were bombarding Auckland.
It made tbe wiadows in' oar house
constantly shaka and it was heard from
one eBd of the island to the other and
even near Nelson in tbe Middle Island.

The whole of the Nsatitawhai tribe
95 persons were killed, with the ex-

ception of one man who happened to
be away at the time. Butt I need not
relate further particulars,; as you will
see a full account in the pa jer.
