¢ of mhich straty was the princi-
pal ingredient, was wet, and, worst
of all; was badly l’rcm.u. \utl:’ing
daunted by the-forbidding prospect
of making a plow work 1n such a
soil; the horses were attached to the
plow, and the work commenced. It
was soon patent that the plow was
beéing subjected to an unfair and
savere test on mccecurrt of thie frost
in the ground, and before having
been driven ten rods a piece of fro-
zen, solid earth, over four feet lohg,
two feet wide, and from six toeight
inches thick was turnedup without
making any impressionon the ru-
ther Hght £pan of horses atlached
to the plow. The: plow wus go set
as to turn a furrow 15 inches wilde
and 12 inghes deep, which it did
aronnd the entira tield with perfect
ease except inone place about two
rods long, where ‘the ground was
frozen so solidly thal a erowbar
would make no fmpression on it,
and even there there was a furrrow
about six inchek deep. The field
was plowed around some (welve or
fiften times, and in those parts of
Lhe fleld w here the frost did not in-
terfore  with its operatious the
groud bad more the appearanc? of
havipg been well plowed and har-
rowed, so perfectly was the goil pul-
varmod, turped and mixed.

The' American’ Rotary ’low is
constructed upon an eutirely new
prineiple, and instead of using the
wedge drawn through the grnund,
the soil is turned by a circular disc
that lecks 115, a pan, with the bot-
tom removed, set upon an axle at
anangle vfa ut foriy-five degrees
to the line of draught. This disc is
easily elevated or depressed hy a
handle under the control of the
driver, and is drawn by being at-
tached to an axle; upon whichi are
two wheels, one of which runs in

Jand side. ‘A caster wheel rups in
the farrow behind the driver. The
