Bee and Honey statistics.
At the Rhode Island experiment

station, where bees and honey come
in for a share of attention, an inter
esting trial of tbe Industry of bees
was made last season by placing a
hive on tlie scales and frequently
recording its weight. Beginning
on Junell,on-whlc- date no gain
was made, the increase fluctuated
from nothing to two and a quarter
pounds per day. Curing July the
greatest Increase In a;i twenty four
hours was two and
pounds per day. Thfewasa colony
of fair strenglL, and the weighing
was dono between land G a.m
before the bees left the hive. There
were twenty days during wbioh a
decided gam wis noticed, tdx in
which no gain or lorn toskpjace and
eighteen days of loss. The gain
was twenty two and a quarter
pounds and the loss fifteen pounds,
leaving a balance of seven and a
quarter pounds- - A bulletin from
this same station places the values
of the annual honey and wax pro-

duction tho same as that of the rice
and hop crop of the country and but
little short of buckwheat.

A Jipldrr'ji Engineerine; Feat.

Popular Interest at Syracuse, X.
Y., has centered during the past few
days in tbe operations of a spider of
tbe Tegenana medidnaiu species
over a bar in a saloon in that city.
Thousands of peopie have gone Into
the place to watch the splderaccom-Dile- h

an engineering feat which dis-
plays in the Insect almost human
capacity, and the saloon keeper is
becoming rich by the patronage of
bis visitors during the star engage
ment of the spider. The Inset set
out on Tuesday to lift a kernel of
popped corn frum a dish on tbe tar
to its web attached to an electric
light wire on tbe ceallng It de-
scended on the kerntl by spinning a
cable of the necessary length. It
was evident, however, that when
the spider hoisted the load clear from
tne dish, its uneven weight would
cause it to lop to one 1 Jo so sudden-
ly as to probably snap tlie cable. To
prevent such au accident the spider
attached two smaller sized cables to
projecting parts of tho kernel anu
made them fast to tbe main cable
about five Inches above the burden.

All being ready, tho spider re-
turned to his headquarters and
started iti wludlas.- -, and the kernel
began to rie. That was the situa-
tion when the people in the saloon
first disco ered what was uolnc on.
After getting tbe corn up about a
foot, work was eut tntled for a time.
Tbe spider had begun to mistrust
some of tbe machinery. It made an
Investigation, repaired a slight
break or two ibove the guy,and then
slid down to tht corn. Kvery thing
there was all solid, but tbe engineer
thought prudence amark of wisdom,
and doul led up the cable where the
main weight was Mn to hang.

Loidon Bridge.

More historical interest centers
about old London bridge almost,
than about any other spot of its
size in the world. The first decapi-
tated head of historical value. It held
was that of tbe Scottish hero, Wil-

liam Wallace, tbe second was that
of Simon Fraser; Wat Tyler and
bis fierce band of Kentish and Sur-
rey men croswd It to enter London
In the troublous reign of Richard II;
In 1407 8 the bead of Henry IYr.-y- .

Earl of Northumberland, was added
to its ghastly collection; in 1415
Henry V. entered London from
Aglncourt over London bridge,
with his long train of French cap-

tives; seven years later his body
was carried along tbe same highway
from Vincennes to Westminster
Abbey; Jack Cade crossed it In I4od,
and left his head for Its adornment:
the heads of Bishop Fischer and
Thomas More were placed there in
1533, the formerVept until tbe good
Anne Boleyn could see It, and tbe
latter, according to tradition, stolen
by his devoted daughter, Margaret
Itoper, was long after buried with
him in a chapel adjoining hU s,

Canterbury; Holbein is said
to have lived on London bridge,
and long is the list of English
worthies whose feet have pressed it.
It was not removed entirely until
1825, when the new bridge was
erected a little higher up the river.
