A Disaster nt Sen,

NEw York, July 18—The North Ger-
man Lloyd steamship Fulda, which ai -
rived yesterday from Bremen, ras

down an upknown {fishing schooner
on the banks ol New Foundland Bat-
urday. A dense fog prevailed at the
time, and the schooner disappeared
astern slmost lmmediately atter the
collision. Boats put out in search ot
ber, and fgr nearly an hour groped
around i®™the fog, but no traces
of the schooner, nor &f twenly men
belonging to her, were found. Many
of the passengers on the steamer were
horrified witnesses of the coMision,

The lost vessel was probably a

French fisherman. The steamer’s of-
ficers claim that all usual precantions
were beilng taken when the culllsion
occurred.:

Gustave Schwab, agent of the North
german Lloyd line, in this city, sald
today that the public repoits of the
collision were exag ral.ed groasly.
Capt. Rink’s oflicial’ report to Agent
Bcgtub said sitated that the

Fulda struck the scbooner in a
dense fog carrying away the bowsprit.
This was all the damage that was
done. The schooner’s hull was not
touched. Passengers on the deck of
the steamer at the timc grew cxcited
and threw & number of life preservers
over board, but this precaution was
annecessary. The cause of the acci-
dent, according to the Cantain’s state-
ment was the neglect of the flsherman
to sound ita bells during the fog.
