We belng to the conservative
class iu that respect, iiut would
have been much more inclined to
charity for the Mojor on the
ground of his luexptrlence had he
not been guilty of so much dress
parade bus iue, ia hiving his

in responding to false
alarms for practice, formulated by
hhn-el- published iu that portion of
the press that sustains him at the
expense of truth, common sense and
sound public policy.

Some people swallow such quack
ad verUsemenls as signs of efficiency,
but they sre simply indicators of
conceit. When a mau performs a
public aerviee, it Is then time
enouchfor the press to give him
recognition. Otherwise it is mere
puflery.

There isanother constituent which
operated against tho chief in hi
conduct at the tire; he carried to it
not inly the evidences of ineffi-
ciency, but those of arrogant pugna-
city. His assault ujwn Mr. Jen-
nings, a relative of the gentleman
wheae property was on fire, was an
inexcusable act of brutalit v. as well
as a branch of the peace; neither
was it creditable to his courage
beiug within a few feet ofa number
of policemen when he committed
the offense. It would pcrhats be
well for tho gentlemau to be more
discreet, as he might in retorting to
such unseemly methods of express-
ing his disapproval, strike he wrong
man's nose.

This incident of tho fire was
made the subject of a resolution of
censure at last night's session ofthe
Council. An effort was mado to
table it, which was only accom-
plished by Mayor Scott throwing in
his vote on that side of tho question,
the members present being equally
divided upon it.

The logical inference to be drawn
from the position assumed by the
Mayor and tho others "who
voted to table is that they consider
the matter complained of the act
of a public cfilccr committing a

assault on a private citizen,
whllo tho said official was in the
discharge of hla duty Is not cen- -'

surable. This attitude has a de--
cidedly incongruous aspect and is a
curious comment upon some pcoplc'3
views of official prerogative as

with the rights of private
citizens.

Without sating upon the pro-

priety of introducing tho reso-

lution, seeing that it was offered
the Mayer and Council were
given an opportunity of taking a
position that would have had a
tendency in the future to prevent
the recurrence of assaults ujion citi-- ,

by pugnacious officers, whoaie
ausurdlyaiid theoretically presumed
to be the servants an J not the

of the people. The disposi-
tion maJe of the resolution, if it has
auj' weight at all, must have the
ifiVct of increasing the sum of offi-

cial pugnacity and depreciating the
protection of private citizens. Bas-

ing the conclusion upon the result,
it would have been better to have
let the matter sleep so far as the
Ciuncil was concerned.

be justified to some extent by his
solid and efficient n ork in saving the
jeopardized property of citizens.
We will be much more gratified to
note such an exhibition of ability
thano animadvert upon his short-
comings.
