Booth and his aids could

keep such a population from'ifevour-In- g

each other wo lid be by the es-

tablishment of the most thorough
and unrelenting despotism, under
whicli every man who lilted his
nof, so to peak, would bavo it
smashed. This Is almost
on tile grouud that these people are
not to lis drawn together by any
high purpose in tbimiclves. But
even an absolutism would fall to

milnlaiuurJernad morality among
such a population, as it would cause
tha turbulent spirits to revolt and
bloodshed would be the result.

We believe the scheme will mis-
carry because of ilia want of high
purpose and moral stamina in those
who tiould comprise the colony.
It would contain too many of the
wolves and tigers of society. The
major portion of a community must
havean inclination for tho honest,
good aud tiu ; otlierwle the ten-

dency is toward barbarism. When
it Is Uie other way the evil predomi-
nates and crushes out tho good.
Hence we are of opinion that Gen-

eral Booth's scheme is not philo-
sophically hllauthropic, however
excelientmay 1k the motive of its
projector.

A UTE TIUUITIIft'.

The preseut peculiar movement
amangtbc Indians Is bringing to
light numerous interesting

regarding their tradition,
among which is the following,
clipped from the V in ver Xext:

"Mr. S. II. Walker, wbu hpent years
among the Uie Indues in this State,
and has mado a careful htudy, of their
language and customs, is a Wtor in
the city. last evening Mr. Walker
related a rcmarkablo legend which he
heard from tbs lips of several or tho
Utc chiefs with whom he was upon
terms of .friendship. Tha "legend Ls

the common proprty or tho Uto tribe,
and is given IpcIow in the language in
which it is told by Mr. Walker and in
nearly tho saiuo phrases used by the
Uics:

"'All Indian tribes, said he, 'have
their lcgcn J, and npertition. The
Utci say that many years ago, long
bsfore the tlmo of Montezmna, the
God of the Pueblo, a Christ was born
of ou9ortheirgms or tho tnbo un-

der the following circumstanres: A
certain young maiden rr the tribe ha
bxa sent out by her parents with
several companions to look forp'uoa

thatLs the nuts of tha runon tree
which the Indians iixl frthni ik-

ing of bread. These nuts were then
and aro now an important factor in the
culinarv department of every well
regula'ed U(o household, except
where Uncle Sim furnihessomethlng
more and at tho same
time something that Is les trouble to
bunt up and prepare.

"Tho lurticuHr oung maiden of
which the legnd treaLs was lo4 frum
her companions and was unsuccessful
in finding sny not for tho evening
mraL Shortly after sundon-n- , when
she hail despaired or finding her war
back to tho Indian town and jut us
khe nas sure of lielng deioural by the
wild beats that Merc lion ling around
her, she a an oil man with long
whits hair and board, in Honing
robes or parent nbite, approaching
her. The legend statos that she could
not have eciv him at. all but for the
fact that he was surrounded by a halo
of glory, s they put it, 'light or
heaven.

"When he caino near be addressed
her In the Jonguago or her tribe and
told T who her pa rents were,who nil
her relative n ere, und who was and
had been chiefs of her trib" fjr ages
lack, allof xili'eil she knew tobe true
according to. tradition. Jle tben told
her how .he bal Icn. s?m oat, anl
how hj li imrpasely caused her to
straj away from bar companions, and
tliat bo ha Vmployeil h s angels iu
picking all ths nuts that liy in br
path. Uc said she un lo le murh
more than all the other women r the
tnle. Sha was to lie tho molliertif
the sax lor or all the Utes. lioth or the
north and tha sObth, all mtr the

"Totlicl'te the uorM eompri-e- d

what is now Colora Jo, Unhand eir
Mexico. Ho then gate her tno pin-o- n

nnts, !iidlmg her to swallow one
ortheniatonceand telling her that it
would caue her to eonoNro afi J lraar
the Chnt the .Savior or the L'les. He
then told her that she idiiiul 1 take tha
other nut home with hfr and drop it
through the door or Ihe house, which,

to tho or thoc times,
was In the roof the houeleing adobe
or sod. Ho told her that shcwonld
not find any- - one at horn, as he Iuil
sent the funily on: to hunt rurhw,
but that her rrionds'woaM soon re-
turn, and when she raw them she
mut go to meet thStn at once an I tell
them all that had occurred, and n hat
was to be expected, and also tliat there
were plenty of uuts In the houe.

"The stnngcr vanished In a blare of
light more brilliant than the sun in
sumiu-- r, and tac maiden, iijkhi look-
ing aro anl her, round that she was
less than a mile from home and In a

jnth, although she had
been lust for hour Usforc. ijho pro-
ceeded to the village an I ta'.lown to
await the arrival or Ibo search-
ing pany. The iorty soon made
itself known, by the load

Prom this time on tha story
runs in the sama Una as that of Jeus
Chrbt. AtS yean ho was precocious,
a: 9 disputed with tha medlotno men

cd at 1 J taught them Uto tore and Uie
laws and customs in u miuner that
cent inced them ho was their god. If
anyono doubled his authority ha
woulu perform miracles to prove that
bo was all that was claimed for him.
Xutwnhstandg all this there were
unia In the tnba ho thought he was

an impostor and that he and his
mother shoald le put to death. This
faction, being beadel by a strong po-
ll: calwlro puller who wanted to be
ho of tho tribe,

soon grew In numbars and eventually
lscamo so strong that the 'aavlor1
ltlOn!-l- tt !wt tn 1a.m. IL , .1c . v cjuuiprn
Utcs and visit tlio Northern Utes, to
whom he was also sent.

Here, bowetcr, be was destined to
meet n ith a phase of trouble to w hich
he had hitherto lieen a stranger; for

charming Ute maiden, drel In the
Iatfkt stylo or liear'rt teeth necklace
and wristlet, and anklets msje out of
the raltjei o: rattlesnakes, and itn
the remainder or her wardrobe litber
forgpttcn or unluckily in the wash,
fell in love with, him and would no,
letliim.reft jliyVir night on tceount ofthe greatness cf that love. Among
he Utes the stricken femalo miy

plead her own cause to ths object of
her aficctlon, and show him how many
blankets he will get and bow many
ponies be will be expected to bring for-

ward to complete tho marrlaro, which
Is usually soon settled where tbey are
both in love, but in this ease it was
different.

"His thoughts were too high for the
love of one, however beautiful. He,
therefore, resolved to leave this new
kind or crsecutIon and go back to
the Southern tribe. After traveling
some days be arrived at the top of a
bieh peak near what is now called
Pagosa Springs, In Archuleta county,
from which ha had an extensive view
of the stlrrounding country. From
this Jwint ho saw tliat something was
following him. His surprise and grief
were unbounded when hs found It to
be the k maiden. Ho mildly
upbraided her and told her that It was
no go, that he could not and would
not marry her, that w.Vn he returned
again he would not only redeem the
at hole tribe of Utes from all ia-- t of
fenes azalnst himself and ths Great
Spirit, but would euro them af all dis-

eases, dlspsl tho prevailing tendency
to grow old and fill the woods with
game and the streams with fish.
