Imagine a bloated millionaire from
an eastern city, who has come to
Ogden on a cheap excursion ticket,
seating himself iu a barber's chair
under tlie expectation cf jaying
fifteen cents for a shave; then Im-

agine the consequences when the
tonsorialist gently breaks to him the
news that the price of a shave In
Ogden Is twenty cents.

Instantly there will fide from the
millionaire's m mil all plans and
scheme tor resjscitating Ogden's
quiescent iron works, o parking
house, w Ith stock yard attachment,
in such a place as Ogden, for him.
What capitalist can afford to Invest
his wealth in a city wheje barbers
charge twenty cents for a shave?

Evidently the "pvumiuent real
estate men" of Oc.cn have rea-
soned thus, nnd 'nve sought to
preserve tlie l ,i of the tow 11

for cheap shavesb'aiVeiiliiig to the
city eon neil. We arsJsVnbcratcIy
iHlormed that a nmimum of that

body U5'. in hind the
matter of holding dn n the bar- -
bers' prices; and that comiultteearB
credited with urwf In securing
thoassurance that limber w ould lie
cut from tlie faces of visitors to the
carnival at unadvaiiecd prices.

In this connection an Oglen
taiier urges that the city council
take measures to prevent extortion
"iu tlie prices of auytliing." It
says:

"The police officers should be ru en
stnet orders to arrest any purton
caught charging any more than the
regular price for anything ollercd for
sale on the streets or in any of tlie
stores."

This Is not said jocularly. It In
grave editorial utterance, and the
pajier putting it forth claims to lie
Jeffersoniau in lulUics, and to hold
that a pojiular form of government
is preferable to an autocracy. It pre-
tends to believe that there are still
vestiges of constitutional limitations
remaining in America which local
legislative bodies ought to observe.

The police are to lie re-
quired to learn the price''
of everything "offered for sale on
the streets or in any of the store,-- '
and to arrest every person cletecteu
in bulling the market on any artit Ie
whatsoever. Can absurdity farther
So Yes. Shocking as the alwve
proposition is to every sense of law,
justice-- , or the physically its
absurdity remains to lie caiim-- Li
the same writer who reasons:

"The city grants all stora keejiers
and venders of every description a
license, and for that reason thero can
be no doubt of the right of the Conn-r- il

to reiuiito and control, in a reason-
able manner, all classes of basiness
for which licenses are required."

Ilecausea city council grants a
license to a resLiurantkeejier, it may
prescribe tho prices on his menu!
fhe circumstance that a municipal
government permits, fora small cash
consideration, the- - proprietor of a
livery, feed and safe stable to do
business, it may sjieclfy the price
for an hour's ue of a horse and
hugSJ', for a feed of oats and hay,
and even name the figure at which
a horse shall be sold!

The doctrine that all just powers
of government are derived from the
consent of the governed, has been
replaced in the columns of this Ogden
paper with tho proposition that "all
powers of government are haed on
a license granted by the city."

Tlie attention of the selectmen
of Wtber County, whose duty It
is to look after the indigent and In-

sane, Is respectfully directed to the
editorial stool of the Jeffersonlan
ncwpjnper lately established iu
Ogden. If its occupant shall I o ad-
judged harmless, and possessed of
sufllcientlntelllgenceto pick oakum,
or follow some like employment, ar-
rangements might perhaps be made
for him to earn his food in that way,
to spare the public the lajrdeu of
his support. Careful Inquiry, how-

ever, may develope the fact that his
proper sphere in some sequestered
asvlum for Incurable Imbeclirs.

itutall forms of levity aside, the
fact that a newspaper In Ogden, for
the purpose of furthering the In-

terests in which the carnival was
conceived, aivocates the exeiclej
by theclty government of such Un-

exampled tyranny as would be the
regulation by it of the prices of
labor, services and commodities. In- -
dicates an extraordinary condition
of public sentiment, to the extent'
that such expressions meet with no
resentment on Hie jart of Hie
people.
