The main camp
of the Indians is still down on
Shadron Creek, twenty miles oast
of here,

raid on his hay camp on Suoake
river, fifty miles south, on the Sid-
ney road, last evening. 'U'lisaller-
noon a party of cavalry started out
in pursuit of the maiders, expecling
to rearh the hay camp to-night,
and start out on the trail early to-
morrow morning.

A Brutal Attempt nit Assissination
by a Gang of Horse Thieves,

ATCHISON, IKansas, 19.—The DNai-
ly (.‘hamin'un gives an account of a
horrible murder perpetrated in
New Sterling, Rice County, yester-
day. About nine o’olock this morn-
1Ing a man named Patten appeared
in Sterling covered with “uml.a
bullet hole through the back of his
head, a ball lodged in hia neck and
another through (he upper lip.
His story is substantially as fol-
iows:  Himself and companion,
named Douglass, were arrested for
horse stealing, and wers enrout:
from Wichita to Great Bend in
charge of deputized officers, They
wera lying }n the wagon shack
lod together, and the officers were
riding on horseback behind. About
sutirise on Monday one of the
officers rode up and shot Patten
through the back ef the head.
Douglass jumped up begging for
his life, and was shot through the
rizht temple, killing him instant-
ly. The bodies were then thrown
out of the wagon. Seeing that
Patten breathed, another shot was
fired at him, the ball passing
through his lip and lodging in the
cheek bone. The bodies were then
dragged towards the Arkansas
river, about 204 yards, and the
murderers took their departure
westward. When out of sight,
Patten waded the Arkansas river
and arrived at Sterling, creating
(quite a sensation. A party of citi-
zens went out and found the body
of the murdered man. Patten was
completely exhausted from Joss of
blood. He is in a very critical con-
dition. Palten's story is that he
belonged toa gang of herse thleves,
and, ;peached on them, and that
the man who shot him was the
captain of the band. CGreat excite-
ment exists in Ilice County over
this bloody afTair.

GREAT BRITAIN.
The Steamer “Canadian”-Unfavor-
able Reception of the Porte's
Eeply.

LoxpoN, 19.—The steamer Canca-
dian, ashore near Lorne, is expect-
ed to get of. She is discharging
her cargo.

A correspondent of the Times at
Vienna, iu a dispatceh to that paper,
comments as follows on the unfa-
vorable reception of the Porte's re-
ply by all the Powers except Eng-
land: What seems to have been de-
cisive with most of them was the
attitude of the Russian court, where
it was pronounced impertinent be-
fore the Porle’™s answer was given,
There] had been unmistakable
symptoms that the agitation going
on in Ilussia was beginning to pro-
duce ils effect in the Court like-
wise, and that the danger of a di-
vided opinion among the Powers
existed. The supposition that the
main objects of Marshal Manteufl-
el’s mission to Warsaw was to coun-
teract the effect of the national
movement in Russia, and restrain
the ('zar and the Government from
taking an independent line of ac-
tion, has every probability in view
of the state of the feeling in IRRussia.
The only way of avoiding a
schisin among the Pewers was
by iuvducing the Porte to make
formally a concession in regard to
an armistice.  Comsequently the
Austrian ambassador was Immedi-
ately informed that the compro-
wise in regard te an armistice was
not deemed gatisfac , and he
was instructed to use all his influ-
ence to induce the Porte to grant

nsion of hontlﬂt.iea,

formally a sus

which he had already granted de-
facto. Imnainﬁwlth whom,aboveall,
an aclive exchange of i-leas has been
made with regard to the condi-
tions of peace proposed by Eng-
land, seems rather disposed to be
satisfled wilh this general basis,
and it ought not, therefore, to be
impossible to frame a setllement
which might be accepted on all
hand=, Bul it remains to be seen
whether the form in which the
Turks bavejgranted’a suspension of
hostilities will be considered satis-
factory.

The Balgnrian Atrocities—Baring's

Report,

The report of Baring, Secielary
of the Dutch legation st Coustanti-
nople on the atrocities committed
by the Turks in Bulgaria, is at last
published. It is accompanied bly a
nete from Iilliott tc Lord Derby,
in which the British Ambassador
acknowledges that Baring's report
clearly establislies the fact that
cruelties have been perpetrated
suflicient to justify the indiguoation
which they have called forth. He
transmits a letter from Schuyler
regarding the atrocities. The re-
port is also accompanied by a pro-
gramme which provides for a gen-
eral and simultaneous rising. A
large number of villages, all of
which are named,were to be burned
and railways were to be destroyed.
The government stores were to be
peized,; all Mussul who reaist-
ed, to be killed, and all Bulgariaos
who refused to join the insurrec-
tion to bLe forcea into the ranks of
the insurgents. Baring, in his re-

aad mﬁb ussulmans were killed
and Afty-two villages burned. The
Bulgsarians burned five small Turk-

1 '
|iahh willages. The report gives a
teircumstantial account of the des-
truetion of each town.

I'he most fearful tragedy of the
whole insurrection occurred at |
{ Batak. Hearing that preparations
for & revult were going on here, |
Achmet Agha was erdered Lo at-
tack the town. He summoned the
inhabitants to give up their arms,
but,distrusting his inteutions, they
refused to obey. A desultory fight
suceeeded, lasting twn days. On
the Oth of May the inhabit-
ants had a parley with Ach-
met, who solemnly swore that
if they gave up their arms not n
hair of lﬁeir heads would be touch-
ed. The villagers therenpon sur-
rendered their arms, then all the
money in the place was demanded,
after securing which, the Bashi
Bagouks set upou the people and
slaughtered them like sbhoeep. About
1,600 took refuge in a church and
baffled all attemapts to fire it from
the outside. ''he Bashi Bazouls
finally ¢limbed to the roof, ture ofl
the tiles, aud threw burning pivees
of wood and rgs dipped 1n pelio-
leum, among the thickly packed
mass of human beings bhelow. AL lnst
they were forced to open the door
aud the massacre was completed.
The inside of the church was burn-
ed. The only sarviver of this
slaugihter to be found was an old
woman, she alone remaining alive
out of a family of seven.

I visited this place on the Slst of
July, and hardly a corpse had boen
buried. Where a man fell there he
now lies, In the streets at every
step lay human remains, rotting
and sweltering in the sun; the
stench was overpowering. Five
thousand in all were killed here,
and abont eighty girls were carried
ofl. The surviv fz'ag inhabitauts live
in wooden huts,outside the village,
in t misery. T'o Achmet Agha
and his men belongs the distine-
tion of having committed, perhaps,
the most heinous crimes thal have
stained the history of the present
century; nevertheless he has been
decorated by his Government, as
have also several other leaders of
these cruelties. The report con-
c¢ludes that there was undoubtbdly
a revolution which had toe be erush-
ed by an armed force, but the Gov-
ernment is to blame for calling out
Bashi Bazouks; for had it sent regu-
lar troops earlier the Bashi Bazouks
would have been uunnecessary.
The manner in which the rising
was suppressed was inhuman to
the last degree, fifty innocent per-
sons suffered for every guilty one.
