A MEXICAN MONSTER.
TAKING POSSESSION OF THE CKATEIt OF

AN extinct volcano. .

San Marclal and the country in the
vicinity has been considerably aroused
from time to time by conflicting reportsof Mexicans, who say that the extinct

aVJornado del Muerto, "about twenty- -
nve mues irom mere, is ine aooae of a
monster serpent, second in siJ only to
that huge reptile of the seas that haa
so often been spoken of by mariners
and others.

Mr. Alexander
was at a loss to account for this stranee
freak of the burro, and was about to
start In pntsalt ot the runaway when
he chanced to look ahead. Then his
eyes gazed upon the monster. He was
so beside himself with fear at first, he
says, that bii nerves were complete ly
paralyzed, bis hair stood on end, and
move he cxiuld not; he was rooted to
the spot.ta.nd bii eves were fixed upon
the serpent. It was about a quarter ot
a mile from him, and was traveling in
the opposite , directiontoward the
crater. He says it appeared to be
about sixty feet in length; but what
surprised him most was the queer pro-
portions of the creature.

Deputy Caroner Scholar, who nar
rowly escaped !eatb recently from
sniffingatthe bottle from which Miss
Mary van Orden had drunk prussic
acid and died, told a reporter about It.

'With me la Miss van Ordeu's
om," be said "was Dr. J. F. Terri- -

berry. We had been told that Miss
Van Orden was in the habit of talcing
morphine, and as I bad not yet been
told that she baa bought prussic acid,
1 supposed I was going to saieil of
.uaieuaie's solution, l passed tne
vial we foand back and forth under my
nose three or four times and got a good
sniff of the acid. It has a sweet, al
mond flavor, pungent and not at all
disagreeable. Tnen I passed the
oottie to Donor lerrlberry. ana
he took a sniff. I noticed
tnat he was jgxowiog pale.
Then besan to teerfalnt and weak
myself.

"ut. Ternoerry.' ana l cmtcnea
each other and reeled. Either would
live fallen without the support ef
the other. I held on to him and called
lor fresh air, we were leq to tne
door and down two or three flights of
tairs. it was with the greatest diffi

culty that I drew my breath. My con
sciousness was penect, nut i naa no
control of my arms or hands or of my
tower limbs.'

Capt. Klllliea,
prescribed branny, and as be believes
In large doses ie gave me so much that
I was drunk after taking it: I told
(Japt.Killilea of my difficulty in breath-
ing, and told him h jw to move my
arms np and down. He lifted a win-
dow In the police station and worked
my arms like a pump for a long time,
rrjainan artificial movement of the
ribs.

dose of carbonate of ammonia. la two
nours I felt better and came some. I
have been very weak since. It seems
as though I had no marrow ta my
bones.

SAVED TIIK SHIP.
HOW A WniLK FOILED THE PIRATES.

A forecastle story teller once gave
the men of bii watch the following

and although no ore doubted
his veracity, 1 afterward loosed up the
records and found him correct, says a
writer In the New York Sun :

"It was In the year 1846," he said,
"thatl was bound to the ivory coast
on the Eoglish Jfowboy, Capt; Scott,
commander. She was a dry cralt.well
tound Out, very alow, and althoughthese were risky days along the hea-
then coast., 'owners of crafts were
stingy aoout arming them for protec-
tion. We had two eld

whlcbi had been' purchased at a
sale of condemned orunance, and ten
or a dozen cutlasses of but little value.
We called at the Canary Islands on our
way do.wri t be coast, and there we got
the cannon ont of - ttie hold and
mounted them on their carriages. The
Captain was informed that a French
ship had been plundered and sunk be-

tween there and the tropic only two
weeks before, and that two or three
suspicious sails were cruising along
the coast. - We felt brave enough'as
we sailed trj the south, with those two
old cannons or deck, and the wish was
repressed time and attain that we
might fall in with a pirate.

"We got light and baffling along the
Birbary coast, but were nearing the
tropic, when one afternoon an hour
before sunset, a strange sail was seen
standing out Iroin the coast to cut us
off. .

This discovery took
the courage out of us, and it was only
iu the hope that we might kill a few of
the pirates before we were all sacri
flced that we loaded with bolts, pieces
of chain, and each stuff in place ot
solid shot.

STANFORD ON POVERTY.

Senator Stanford, In & late news-
paper interview states bis views upon
the causes cf poverty. .TheSenator Is
wealthy and famous, and his ideas up-
on such a subject would be read with
general Interest, even if. they were not
as they are, practical and sensible, in
his opinion the principal causes which
lead to poverty are three, in number,
viz : Ignorance of how to save money,
the sale and use of liquor, and a lack
t)f manual training.

The lackol thrift.an utter inability to
practice the virtues of systematic
economy and self-deni- al is responsible
for the greater portion of the oeggary
penury With which the community is
sfilicted. Without thrift no poor man
will In the ordinary course of things
become rlcb.Ntnd wealth accidentally
or suddenly obtained will Soon be dis-

sipated and lost. The person who does
not know how ; toxeave money and
manage his savings judiciously, may
earn a large salary oXeBJox ever so
good an Income, and will at the end of
years of labor have nothing laid by
and no better off than when, he began.
The world is fall of such people, and
the Senator is not far outof the way
when he says that if twenty -- aollar
gold Dieces were to be sown broadeast
every morning, and so distributed that I

every man, woman and child werecerX
tain to get some, there wonia De beg-
gars la the world before night.

The ase ot liquor is both a curse and
a result of poverty. The (laborer fur-
nishes the principal support for the
saloon, and the hundreds of millions
of dollars that are annually poured in-

to the coffers of the saloonkeepers
consume a vast proportion of the
wages of the country. It is too much
to say that when the habit of drinking
once fastens itself upon its victim the
chances are more than a hundred to
one against any escape on his part from
the evils of poverty. The same vile
habit of drinking which drains bis
p irse, destroys h e faculties and inca-
pacitates him from successfully strug-
gling against the adverse circum-
stances which surround him.

The lack of manual training is no
doubt serious, but it could be reme-
died, by the establishment of proper
training schools. A good trade , is
without doubt one ot the best pre
ventatives against want. The Senator
had tnis fact in view when he laid the
plan tor his university, which be says
he wishes to build so tall and deep and
broad that the rudiments ot every
useful trade and occupation may be
taught.
