weeks, The feathers are gﬂﬂked in
sacks and sent to the Philadelphla fac-
tory, where they are trimmed, washed,
steamed and otherwise prepsred for
their ultimate use. In adulterating
the pufly down for the cheaper grades
of goods the featners are chopped op
fine and thenm g!ed with the more
valuable material. So practiced are
some manufacturers that It requires an
expert to distinguish between the
grades, The locul factory, which is |
the one of prominence In the country,
pakes nothing but the finer goods.
Heretofore the down and feathers used
in American markets have becn im-
