The entire
telegraph system of the country is
practically controlled by one man.
Telegraph communication is at his
mercy. The, business and commer-
cial secrets of the whole country are
at his command He can send the
business therm meter up or down at
will. It is surely high time to tak
steps toward the control of the tele-
graph system by the people. I would
not attempt to bargain with Jay Gould
or any otuer man for the purchase of
lines already buiit. Tne Government
should construct its own system, Il
would be advisable to place it ia con-
trol of the Postottice Department
I believe tne Senate, is fully
ready for the question, and that
such a bill if introduced would pass
without seiious opposition. In view
of the history of the telegraph owner-
ship in the United States and in view
of the recent occurrences I really don't
see bow any one could show a good
reason why a Government telegraph
should not be constructed as soon as
possible; but I haven't the least doubt
that the legislation necessary for the
work will be enacted within three
months,"

The King of Denmark con-
sented on the 24th of October. 18o7, to
a solmn treaty for the saieof his West
Indian islands to tbe United States.
Ratification was made by stipulationto be contingent on the favorable vote
of the West IndlaH subjects.The 9th of January was appointed for
casting the vote. The inhabitants re-
call it now as the brightest holiday the
quaint little town has ever witnessed.
Rejoicings with gnns and ringing bells,
accompanied the ceremony, which was
fartherraoie cheered aad enlivened by
processions and serenades. Star-spangl- ed

banners floated from every
roof and tower, while in the decora-
tions American blue was suoatltuted
for Danish scarlet, Tne stars aud
stripes, waved over the cross of Den-
mark, aad "Hail Columoii," became
by repetition, echoed from the sur-
rounding hills, as familiar as "King
Christian," the Danish national hymn.

The ballot cist was declared unani-
mous in favor of annexation to the
United States, thre being but twenty-tw- o

votes cast against it in St. Thom-
as, and not one dissenting voice at St.
John.

tOther independent states have adopt-

of tbe Danish West Indians votingthemselves American citizens by joy-
ous acclamation. Tbe record of anoth-
er national conquest, so proud and
peaceful, does uot exist in all history,and it is incomprehensible that no re-

sponse should ever have been made to
it by the nation to whom this match-
less tribute ot confidence and admira-
tion was so gratuitously paid.Denmark was now irrevocably com-
mitted to tbe transaction, and could
show no reason for witholding the last
acts of consummation.

When the news of the vote reached
Copenhagen the Rigsdag ratified tbe
treaty without debate, and the king,
on January 31, 1868, as promptly signed
it.

Meantime the fierce political storm
was raging at Wasnington, and no no-
tice was taken of the treaty, recom-
mended to the consideratiou of tbe
senate by a presidential message
weeks before. Tbe instrument itself
lay burled la a drawer of Mr. Sumner's
table, in the Foreign Relations Com-
mittee room.

It is now known tbat in March, 1870,
the Committee on Foreign Relations.
Senator Sumner at its head, indorsed
the one word "Adversely" on the St.
Thomas treaty, and recommended
"Suspension of action" in regard to it.
The matter was never brought before
the senate, and may be said to have
been "smotiiered" in commmlttee.
