chief item of interest In the court at
Ogden has been the trial of Mrs. Susan
Parry, of that place,, on the charge of
perjury It is alleged that, 1b. Febru-
ary last, Mrs. Parry was before the
strand 1nrr u a witness in a case of
unlawful cohabitation against her bus
band, Joseph. Parry, and that In her
testimony before the Inquisitors she
said her youngest child was nearly
three vears old, when .in fact It was
less than two.

The trial was commenced on Thurs
day afternoon, occupied all the time
yesterday, and was continued nntll to-

day. The prosecution introduced fa
number of witnesses, some of .them
being members of the grand Jury, who
testified as to what Mrs. Parry said
before that body, anl others who gave
evidence that her youngest child was
born in the autumn of 1884.

Yesterday afternoon Mrs. Parry her
self took the stand tor the defense.
She testified substantially as follows:
I am the defendant in this case; was
subpoenaed to go before the grand Jury
February 18, 1836, at 10 a. m., and was
Immediately ushered into their pres-
ence; my daughter was subpoenaed at
the same time ; I had never been a
witness in a court before, and was en-

tirely Ignorant of the methods and
proceedings; was too much excited to
know who was in the room or who
asked me questions ; was interrogated
concerning a case of cohabitation
against Joseph Parry; questions were
asked as to the age of my oldest and
youngest children; save the age of the
oldest as eleven years; it should have
been seven years ; my youngest child is
named Henry , Grover; it was two
years oia last uciooer; i gave me
age of tbis child before the grand
ury as going on three years instead of

two years; the error was maae
through excitement; had no knowledge
of the effect ray reply would have ou
the case; did not realize afterwards
that I had done anv wrong, or should
have corrected it ; I told my daughter
whui I came out that 1 had made a
mistake, and would ' have corrected it
bad 1 bad presence or mind to Know
that I could do so; had no object in
making a misstatement; it was doae
through excitement.

To Mr. Hiles-Jose- ph Parry is ray
husband : he bad another wife at that
time: am a member of the Church of
Jesus Christ of Latter-da- y Saints; Mr.
Parry is also a member of that Church ;

Winslow Farr was my Bishop at that
time; had no conversation with auy one
before soing before the erand Jury about
what I was going to say; supposed
that I was wanted on Mr.Parry'scase;
did net have time to talk-wit- h anyone
about it before going to the grand
jury room; no one laiaa wun
me oeiore i weni into me grauu juryroom or since as to how I should tes
tify.

Mrs. Parry burst into tears at this
point in the cross-examinati- on and the
scene which followed was a very af-

fecting one. The court fdjourned un
til to-da- ana tn:s morning tne case
was lurtber continued until Monday
next.

Police Conrt.t Yesterday after- -

noonfS. B. Smith was re -- arrested on
the charge of making an assault with
a deadly weapon, ine preliminary
examination was set for 2 p. m. on

Tuesday next, bail being fixed at
$1,000.

Yesterday afternoon the jolice re
ceived information that led them to
believe that Mrs. Carrie Rock

who is al
leged to be the wife of
Geatz, now in the county Jail for grand
larceny, had been guilty of "receiving
stolen goods," or in other words, of

sending ber son Ben Stewart and
others out to steal chickens, and then
appropriating the fowls to her own
use. This information was at once
acted upon, and the woman and her
son placed in custody. An Inves-

tigation of the premises resulted
in the discovery of seven dead

pullets hanging in a hole near the
house. At the bottom of the excava-

tion there was also a quantity of
chicken heads, feathers, etc. When
the woman was arrested she admitted
that on the night Geatz was arrested
the carousers at ber bouse had de-

voured four chickens and had also
placed themselves outside of about four
kegs of beer. The boy further stated
that himself and others, one of whom
was Gcaty, had appropriated from
Mis. Scherrer's hen roost near by
eleven fine, fat fowls. The case was
set for investigation this afternoon.
At that time Geatz was placed on trial,
and the boy, being called, told the
whole story of how the defendant, a
man named Lutz and himself,
went to Mrs. Shener's and
stole and billed the chickens. They
took them home and made a feast.
Another man known as "Ed." (who,
with Lutz is now In Binam Canon),
and a soldier named Wagoner, of Com-

pany B, Sixth Infantry, were also
Implicated. Geatz was adjudged guilty
and was sentenced to 90 days' Im

prisonment and $00 fine. This will
keep him in Jail .for six months. Mis.
Geatz was called for trial at 3 :30 tbis af-

ternoon and pleaded uot guilty, but as
the evidence against her is the same as
that against her alleged husbandjthere
Is little doubt of the result.
