BELATION TO PEDDLING AND
HAWKING.

SECTION L —Iv §t ordaiied by the
Caly Clouned ot Nalt Lake ity : That
it suall not be lawiul for avy person or
persons Lo cairy on the business of
peddling or hawking, or to offer for
sale, barter or exc l:an"e al retail, any
u-srd--n or farm pm:!me butter, eges,
poultry, rish, game, medicine or other
zoods, wares or merchandise, in, upon,
or along the streets of this city, with-
out first obtaining a license therefor.

Sec. 2 —All applications for liceuse
w Lurn on the business of peddling or
h:mkmp shall be¢ made to the Mayor,
in writing, who is hereby authorized to
weant such licenses for the term of one
vear, on paywment, ln advance, into the
ity treasury, of the following sums:

] For 4 license to poddle fruit, teu dol-
ars,

Fora license to peddle vegetables,
fruit amd garden produce, batter, eggs,
poultry, lsh wnd game, tweply-five
dollurs.

Provided, That nothing herein shall
be decmed to apply Lo persous oFering
for sale fruit or vegetables ralsed or
produced by themselves.

For u license to peddle me ri‘nsndlﬂi'
and other property,meadicine excepled
ity dollars.

For a liceuse to peddie or hawk med-

1icine, 1uurhum!ud dollars,
SEC. §.—Any person  licensed as
aforesaid using a wagon, cart or other
vehicle In the business of peddling or
hawkiog, shall have every such wagon,
cart or other vehicle canspicuously and
permancotly marked with the words
*Licensed Vendor,”” and numbered
with plain ligures, ru.lnl.ed on metallic
plates; sall numbers shall be far-
uished with the license by the City
Recorder.

Sec. 4. —Lictnses granted under this
ordlinanes vhall not be tranvlarahino

They may be issued for three months,
pro rata, with Len per cent. additional,
and for six months, pro rata, with
seven per cent, additional.

Sec. 5.—Any person refusiong or neg-
leeting to comply withany of the pro-
visions of tlis ordinance shall, upon
conviction, be punished by tine In suy
sum not exceeding un{ ollars, or by
imprisonment {or u Tn od of not more
than thirty days, ¥y bolth such fine
and impri:-mmwm

Sec. i.—All ordlopances or parts of
ordinapces In conflict with this ordin-
ance are hervhy repealed.
