The Elders in this neighbor-
ood determined %o attend and learn
something abont themselves and their
belief. r. Minister falled to come up
to bis appointment; but the congrega-
tion insisted on baving preaching and
the Elders were requested to officiate,
which they did, giving those present
something substantial for refiection.
Those who came to scoff, remained to

pray.

Tzne Campbellites, who, bf the way,
become imsulted when this pame jis
given them,feel thair growing gtrength
and bave concluded the euphonious
name of Christians expresses more |
fally their power and destiny. This de-
nomination is already considerably in-
debted to ‘*Mormeonism’’ for what they
teach, and each Yur adds to this in-
debtedness. Faith, repentance and
baptism have heretofore been all that
Was necessary in the church until their
eyes were opened to the Bible by the
kslders, when, with the ease of a turn-
coat, tLey ordained a deacon and an
elder; and this In the face of those who
showed them their error!
